Old Business 

Insurance Company condemned the playground equipment and it has been removed.
Planning Board Appointments – Maynard Veinotte and Mary Howes were reappointed to the Planning Board as regular members with terms to expire Sept. 2011.  M/M/S Rick Simoneau, Barry McDonald 5-0-0

Budget Committee Appointment – Judy Diaz was appointed to the Budget Committee as an alternate member.  M/M/S Amy Pineau, Barry McDonald 5-0-0

Spruce Mountain Board Appointment – Wilson Eastman was appointed to the Spruce Mountain Board of Directors.  M/M/S Rick Simoneau, Steve McCourt 5-0-0

Road Committee Formation – William Harlow explained that years ago the Town did have a Road Committee and wanted the Board to consider forming another committee.  This committee would discuss which roads need to be paved or other work.

Capital Funds Expenditure/Highway Department – this item was removed from the agenda.  John was unable to line up paving supplies.

Jay Development Rules of the Board Amendment –  The Jay Development Board of Directors agreed to amend the rules of the Board. M/M/S Rick Simoneau, Barry McDonald 5-0-0.  This is a change to #5 referring to the position of Secretary.  Attached are the new rules of the Board.

Comment and Update on Reval Hearings – Bill Harlow opened the discussion with information on the State of Maine Constitution which states towns must conduct a reval every 10 years.  He also explained that if the certified ratio drops that it effects the Town’s exemptions and revenue sharing.   Residents were given the opportunity to meet with the Assessing firm that conducted the reval, and if they are still dissatisfied they can file an abatement once the commitment is set, if denied an appeal can be filed with the Board of Assessment Review.

A request was made to use last year’s valuation figures for one year.

It was explained that the mil rate has not been set.  The Town is waiting to obtain figures for the industrial properties in town from the company that the town has hired to evaluate the industries.

It was also asked if the Town meeting appropriations could be changed at this time.  Town meeting vote in April cannot be reversed.

Special Selectmen’s meeting to set tax rate – The Selectmen agreed to hold a Special Selectmen’s meeting on September 5th to set the mil rate.  The meeting will be held at the Middle School Cafeteria at 6:30 P.M.  M/M/S Rick Simoneau, Barry McDonald 5-0-0
