Minutes of the May 22nd meeting were accepted. M/M/S Barry McDonald, Steve McCourt 3-0-1.  Amy Pineau abstained.

Public Hearing – Special Entertainment Permt/Lafleurs & Amvets

Vice Chair Simoneau opened the Public Hearing on Special Entertainment Permits for Lafleurs and Amvets.  No one was present to speak on behalf or against the Permits.  The Public Hearing was closed at 6:05 P.M.  The Selectmen approved the Special Entertainment Permit for LaFleurs and Amvets.  M/M/S Amy Pineau, Barry McDonald 4-0-0.

Bob Morgan update on Junkyard

Pictures were presented to the Selectmen that were taken in November when the consent agreement was signed and also on June 19th.  The Selectmen encouraged Mr. Morgan to continue cleaning the property and to not let it revert back to a problem area.

The Selectmen agreed that Mr. Morgan not be fined at this time, have the property revisited in 90 days and if the property is in compliance at that time the matter will be closed.  M/M/S Amy Pineau, Barry McDonald 4-0-0.

There was also discussion on possibly developing an ordinance or enacting zoning in Town to try to alleviate some of these problems.  Some citizens were for bringing it back to the voters while others felt that once it is voted down the voters have voiced their opinion.  

Steve Gettle/proposal for forestry plan

Mr. Gettle was present once again to discuss a proposal for a forestry management plan on land owned by the Town (East Jay Gravel Pit, Transfer Station lot and Recreation Field) He suggested that a cruise be done to the property to determine a total gross value on the property.  He would suggest that the Recreation field be done separately to allow input from the school department to use this property as an educational tool.  He also suggested that it be done in a 30 year plan.  (plan attached)

The Recreation committee will meet and their input will be requested at the next meeting.  Mr. Harlow was not present and requested that this matter be tabled.  

Richard Moreau/ Jim LeClerc

Mr. Moreau stated once again that he has had water problems on his property since Jewell Street rebuild project.  Elevations were not provided to the Selectmen as requested.  They are not available from the Engineers.  The contractor did take elevations although they are not available at this time.  Mark Holt will try to obtain elevations of the road before and after the work was done from Dan McKay, who was working for C.H. Stevenson at the time.  C.H. Stevenson actually did the work to the road.

Mark Holt stated that the Town could not perform work in the area of the project while C.H. Stevenson was under contract without incurring liability.  Therefore, the Town modified the work done by C.H. Stevenson once they had finished and the town had exhausted all attempts to get them to make changes to their finished product.

Richard Moreau stated his father had installed a 12 inch cement drainage pipe across his property in 1945, which discharged to the area where Dow field is now.  He said the Town extended this pipe to the south side of Dow Field when the field was built.

Rick Simoneau stated he had visited the property of the Moreaus and LeClercs and had noticed the roof drains from LeClerc’s home was flowing onto the Moreau property and had appeared to cause damage to the Leclerc lawn & driveway.

Richard Moreau stated that the fill beneath his house, garage and pool came from the Big Apple/Sunoco/Esso Station site in Livermore Falls.

Ruth introduced photos from the Town’s Engineers taken in July 2002 prior to construction beginning.  Mark Holt stated that when the photos were compared to the photos he took about one month ago, the road appeared to be lower now than it was prior to construction.  The ditch line is paved now and therefore looks different than before.

Rick Simoneau stated that when he visited the site he found Mr. Moreau's mobile home was on dirt.  When questioned by Rick Simoneau, Mr. Moreau’s contractor (Tom Goding) said that a mobile home should be on a cement pad or concrete slab.

Mark Holt stated that the road is a road not a dam.  The water from the road is contained by the storm drain system.  The VFW parking lot, neighbors, sump pumps, surface water from above Jewell St. etc… is flowing across the road surface during frozen ground & heavy rains/wet saturated ground conditions.  An example of this was in February of 2006, which Mr. Moreau said John Johnson had witnessed this occurrence.

The Selectmen decided to table this matter until the next meeting at which time all the Selectmen were asked to visit the property.  Actual pipe locations and direction of flow will be determined and available for the next meeting.

Recreation Committee

The Selectmen appointed Amanda Comeau and Jim Ouellette to the Recreation Committee.  M/M/S Amy Pineau, Barry McDonald 4-0-0.

Board of Assessment Review Appointments & Resignations

The Selectmen accepted the resignation of Sharon Neil and appointed Pearl Cook as a full time member to the Board of Assessment Review and also appointed Abigail DiPasquale and Michael Houlihan as Alternate members.  M/M/S Steve McCourt, Barry McDonald 4-0-0.

Jay Development Appointments & Removal

The Selectmen removed John Chouinard and Larry Bilodeau from the Jay Development Committee and appointed Steve Barker & Cathy Butterfield as full members and Lisa Bryant & Marilyn Morse as alternate members.  M/M/S Amy Pineau, Barry McDonald 4-0-0.

Update on Playground Equipment

At a previous meeting, Judy Diaz requested that the Town donate $5,000.00 from the Recreational fund to help purchase a new playground to be located at the Elementary School.  Thomas Goding was present to discuss his review of the playground equipment.  He believed some of the equipment could be incorporated into a new playground.  Ruth spoke with Dr. Wall who stated that in 20 weeks the school had 80 injuries reported.  

The Selectmen agreed to table this matter until the next meeting.  They will invite Dr. Wall to discuss any possible issues with the insurance company on any new equipment purchases.

Other Business

The Selectmen agreed to name the private way from the Wilton town line to the building being constructed by Joseph Rand Thompson Way.   The way is an extension of Thompson Street in Wilton.  M/M/S Amy Pineau, Barry McDonald 4-0-0.

Rick Simoneau also announced that the Town Office would be closed on June 30th for closing of the books and July 3rd and 4th in observance of the 4th of July holiday.
