Minutes
Minutes of the March 13th Meeting accepted with a revision made to the Old Business section under Shoreland Zone Ordinance.  M/M/S Rick Simoneau, Alan Labbe 4-0-0
Old Business

Availability of Agenda:

Rick Simoneau asked Donna Perry if the Selectmen’s Meeting Agendas could be placed in the Sun Journal.  Mrs. Perry said there are too many towns to put the whole agenda in the paper every two weeks but that she does include an article on important issues prior to the meetings.
Homelessness in Jay

Resident Jim Ouellette was present to express his concern about a gentleman living out of a motor home; the gentleman is parking his vehicle too close to Mr. Ouellette’s property line, making his family and neighbors uncomfortable.  
Police Chief Larry White commented that Officers have been monitoring the situation and have asked the gentleman not to park at the Jay Plaza.  The gentleman has received permission from Jose Diaz to park across the road from the Jay Plaza, at the old Jay Family Restaurant lot.  This lot is adjacent to Mr. Ouellette’s property.  Chief white remarked that since Mr. Diaz has given permission for the motor home to be parked on his property, the police department has no authority to make him move.
Selectman Rick Simoneau agreed to speak with the Diaz’s to see if they would ask the gentleman to park in front of the old Jay Family Restaurant building; this would keep him away from resident’s property lines.

Sewer Abatements

Sewer Supervisor Mark Holt was present to make a recommendation on six sewer abatement requests, and to discuss a second abatement request from William Visconti for his 23 Church Street property.

Mark Holt did not make a recommendation on the William Visconti property since the Selectmen had previously denied the request due to a substantial amount of water usage during the period in question.  Mr. Holt pointed out that there is no way of proving which months, during Livermore Falls Water District’s 1st quarter, that water was used; water may or may not have been used during the month of July.  If water was used prior to July, in either May or June, it would fall under the 2003/2004 fiscal year, which means Mr. Visconti would be eligible for an Abatement.
All Sewer Abatement requests were granted, including $92.50 for property located at 23 Church Street and owned by William Visconti (See attached).  M/M/S Barry McDonald, Alan Labbe 4-0-0 
Dog Warrant

The Selectmen asked that Animal Control Officer Larry Wright issue the 2006 Municipal Warrant for Prosecuting Unlicensed Dog Owners/Keepers.  M/M/S Alan Labbe, Barry McDonald 4-0-0
Spruce Mountain Entertainment

Rick Couture was present to get approval from the Board to allow the consumption of alcoholic beverages at Spruce Mountain Ski Slope during special summer events.
Police Chief Larry White said he is still waiting to hear from the State in regards to any special regulations regarding an event such as this.  He will have this information at the next regularly scheduled meeting.
Town Manager Ruth Marden listed the following requirements (per the Town’s insurance company) that are necessary prior to approval from the Board:

1. Host Liquor Exposure Insurance

2. Maximum number of attendees

3. Hours of event

4. Adequate sanitary facilities

5. Police coverage

6. Parking

7. Entertainment permit

This issue will be discussed again at the next regularly scheduled Selectmen’s Meeting.

Sex Offender Notification Process

Larry White discussed the process of notifying residents when a sex offender moves into Town.  Chief White said the officers leave a notice inside resident’s doors if nobody is home.

Unlicensed Motorcycle Ordinance:

Pearl Cook asked if the Town has an ordinance restricting the amount of unlicensed motorcycles a residence may have.  Ruth Marden said she would ask Code Enforcement Officer Shiloh Ring to look into the matter.

April 24th Selectmen’s Meeting:

Ruth Marden discussed whether or not to hold a Selectmen’s Meeting during the Annual Town Meeting, April 24th, 2006.  A decision was made to hold a meeting that night only if necessary.

Steppin’ Out:

Tom Deane, representing Robert Colpelman, questioned whether the Sexually Oriented Business Ordinance the Selectmen are looking into, would impact Steppin’ Out in any way.  Mr. Deane stated that Robert Colpelman is considering purchasing the business but would like to know what restrictions may be put in place with the Ordinance.  
Chairman Bill Harlow explained that the Ordinance proposal pertained to questions regarding the opening of an adult book/video shop; Steppin’ Out had not been discussed.
