Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes

July 31, 2006

Chairman Bill Harlow opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance with all selectmen in attendance with the exception of Steve McCourt.

Minutes:  m/m/s Rick, Barry to accept the minutes of July 17th.  4-0 vote.

Old Business:

· Al Landry has brought to our attention that Church Street is still being treated as a 2 way street on Sunday and this was supposed to be remedied some time ago.  Ruth will meet with the Chief and the Highway Foreman to come up with signs and a plan.

· Hyla Friedman told the selectmen that the water issue at the monument is being taken care of and that Anita McDonald has said that she would be glad to work with the town on the plants.  Hyla also announced that there will be a dedication of the monument on September 9th at 10:45 AM.

Code Enforcement Issue-Steve Knockwood:  Steve has paid the fine in compliance with the agreement however he asked the selectmen for an extension for planting.  There was discussion about the type of trees and the time of year that it needs to be done.  M/m/s Barry, Rick to give the 2 month extension and if the planting is not done the case will automatically be turned over to the town attorney for action.  4-0 vote.

Transfer Station Heating System:  Robert Sanders, the Transfer Station and Recycling Coordinator has proposed that an indoor wood boiler be installed in the front building at the transfer station.  The Selectmen discussed the estimate that Bob has received and that we should be looking at more than one.  Barry asked if this will increase the number of hours or the number of people needed for the transfer station and Bob reported that there would be no increase. M/m/s Rick, Amy to approve the concept of the wood heat and request estimates from Ranor, Maurais and True Heating and to let Ruth and Bob use their discretion to choose the installation that was in the best interest of the town.  4-0 vote.

Reserve Pay for Police Officers: Chief White has proposed an increase in the pay to reserve officers to keep up competitive with the other departments and to also offer at side agreement with the Union for a $.25 increase in pay for the person who acts as computer tech for the department.  M/m/s Barry, Amy to okay the pay increase and to give Ruth permission to enter into a side agreement.  3-1 vote with Rick opposing.

Budget Committee Appointment:  m/m/s Amy, Barry to appoint Mike Houlihan as alternate to the Budget Committee.  4-0 vote.

ATV Bridge Permit:  Bob Dalot reported that he has talked with Scott Ramsey of DOT and said that there would be no lines on the bridge but that the Town can and should erect signs.  The Selectmen expressed concern about the traffic and safety at shift change and also when there are trucks meeting on the bridge.  M/m/s Rick, Amy to allow the use of the bridge as a crossing for ATV’s on a trial basis for 90 days then review it with the condition that Bob Dalot get a letter from DOT.  This agreement will not be in effect until signs are up and the Police Department takes a look at it.  The Selectmen reserve the right to rescind this privilege at any time.  4-0 vote.

Other Business:  There was an explanation on the revaluation.

M/m/s Barry, Rick to adjourn at 7:40 PM.  3-0 vote.  Amy had to leave previous the adjournment.
