Old Business

Update on lighting at crosswalk by Jay Baptist Church – Ruth Marden stated she could not contact Keith Cornelio, she sent him a note.

Robert Sanders/permission to fill positions

The Recycling Department has two vacant positions. One left and the other took a position at the Highway Department, with the option to come back in the Spring.  The recycling facility did hire a temporary man from the applications that were received from the last ad placed.  Robert Sanders would like to make temporary position a permanent one.

Sewer Abatement

Wausau Paper requested a sewer abatement for the 04-05, and 05-06 sewer years.  The bill was based on an erroneous number of employees.
