Old Business

Nothing was discussed.

Budget Committee Resignation/Al Landry/Lack of proper microphone use

Al Landry resigned from the Budget Committee, Michael Scheduler was moved from Alternate member to regular member and Michael Houlihan was appointed as an alternate.  M/M/S Amy Pineau, Barry McDonald 5-0-0

Jim Leclerc/Discussion on policy for maintenance of sewer lines

Jim Leclerc, 43 Jewell Street, had an issue with his sewer.  The current town policy states that the homeowner is responsible for the line to the main.  Jim Leclerc was quoted $700.00 to replace his line, he replaced his line to the road and had to cross Rt. 133.  This cost him an additional $2,900.00.  He is requesting that the policy be changed for the homeowner to only be responsible for the sewer line to the edge of the Town road, which he states is done by other area towns.  Mark Holt stated that this would cause extra work and expense for the Town.  The way it now stands if the main is flowing it is the homeowner’s responsibility; if the policy were changed we would need to determine where the problem is.   Ruth also called MMA Risk Management, our insurance carrier, which stated if our policy changed our deductible may go up or they may not continue to cover us.

The Selectmen stated they would not be able to cover the cost to repair Jim Leclerc’s sewer line.  They will check to see how other towns handle these situations.

Church traffic/one way street discussion

Chief Larry White and John have discussed putting a sign up stating one-way traffic on Church Street on Sunday mornings.  The Selectmen discussed putting up a permanent sign or having a portable sign stating “Road Closed or One Way Do Not Enter” The church will be contacted to see what type of sign they prefer and if they would be willing to set up a portable sign on Sunday mornings.  Police will also be present when available.

Bob Sanders/Wood Boiler Status

Bob Sanders received a bid from RPH for a wood boiler for $23,000.00.  They have contacted him and stated this was in error and it should have been $36,000.00.  Last year the transfer station burned 3,780 gallons of oil.  The Selectmen requested that Bob recontact A Maurais and Son and Ranor to be sure they do not want to bid on boiler.  

Road Committee Formation

The Highway Foreman has discussed forming a road committee to determine which roads need to be paved.  Rick Simoneau and Bill Harlow have agreed to look at the roads with John for the next year.  If the Selectmen decide that they want citizens on the committee, Thomas Goding has volunteered.

Other Business

The Board decided to hold the September 25th meeting at the Jay Niles Library.

Bill Harlow stated that opinion polls may be done at the November Election on various topics too see what citizens want in way of services and ideas to cut spending.

Bill Harlow requested that the Administrative Ordinance be mailed to all Selectmen for review.  May want to change interest rates and allow flexibility on the number of payments due.
