Old Business

Nothing was discussed.

Administrative Ordinance 
The Selectmen are looking at changing section 2.4 of the Administrative Ordinance.  (See attached)  The new wording would allow the Selectmen to alter the due dates, number of due dates and the interest rate by vote of the Board of Selectmen.  If this Ordinance were to be amended the Town would need to hold a Public Hearing and vote on it at a Town Meeting.  The Town Attorney questioned the legality of the new wording, stating that due dates and interest dates need to be voted at Town Meeting in which the money is raised.  Ruth will look further into this and report back to the Selectmen. 

It was also requested that the Town look into offering discounts for taxpayers who pay the full amount of taxes due by October 1st.

Transfer Station Boiler/Bob Sanders

At the previous meeting, Bob Sanders had requested purchasing a wood boiler, after further investigation, Bob has determined that a waste oil burner would be more feasible.  He has received a quote from Dirigo Waste Oil for $7,656.07 to purchase the burner.  He purchased one from Dirigo last year for the other building and has determined that the Transfer station takes in enough waste oil to heat both buildings.  If needed waste oil can also be purchased for .20 cents per gallon.  

The Selectmen agreed to allow Robert Sanders to purchase the Waste Oil Burner from Dirigo Waste Oil for a total purchase price of $7,656.07.  M/M/S Rick Simoneau, Steve McCourt 5-0-0
