Appointment of EMA Director

Head Start Request

A letter has been received from Head Start requesting that the driveway for the Head Start be a one-way street.  This is not a Town road.  The Selectmen would be acting as property owners.

Rob Taylor-Grant
Rob Taylor is requesting matching funds from the Town of Jay Tower fund in the amount of $2,500.00 This money needs to be used for recreational purposes, therefore the Town of Jay’s match will go towards construction materials of recreation facilities, trails and tables etc. 

The current balance in the Tower Fund is $23,506.20.

The Selectmen agreed to approve expending $2,500.00 from the Recreation (Tower) Fund as a match for Rob Taylor can apply for a Grant from Project Learning Tree to be used on the Jay Rec. Area.   Rick Simoneau, Amy Gould Vote 4-0-0

Selectmen’s Meeting Schedule/Nov. 6th/Voting

The next Selectmen’s meeting is scheduled for November 6th, which is also State Election day.  The Selectmen agreed to let Ruth and Bill Harlow decide if a meeting is necessary, depending on what is on the agenda.

Budget Schedule/Town budget & school budget

With the upcoming proposed consolidation the Town will need to hold an open Town Meeting on June 1st and then referendum vote on June 10th which is also State Primary day. Ruth wanted to know if the Selectmen wished to hold our annual town meeting on that day or in April as in the past.  

As is was explained at the open Town Meeting the figures can be raised or lowered, then a vote on one article on June 10th.  There will probably be a question on consolidation.

It is believed that the State may in fact pay for one election.  Ruth was asked to look into what election the State may fund and for what they will pay.  This will be on the next agenda.

Other Business

The Regional Planning Committee (RPC) has had two meetings.  The meetings are being held every Monday night. The School Board will be made up of five members are from Jay, three from Livermore Falls and two from Livermore.  The votes will the weighted by population.
