Public Hearing/Special Entertainment Permit/Lafleurs

Public Hearing opened at 6:32 PM.  No one was present to speak on behalf or against the permit.  Bill Harlow closed the Public Hearing.

Public Hearing/Pinball Licenses

Public Hearing opened at 6:35 P.M.  No one was present to speak on behalf or against the licenses.

Approximate value of Municipal Building

Ruth  Marden asked Paul Binette, Assessing Agent, to do comparables to come up with a value of the current Municipal Building.  He feels the value of the building on 2.1 acres is approximately $165,000.00.

Building Committee Recommendation

Bill Harlow read a letter from Pearl Cook, Building Committee Chair, which recommended the Board to hire a design professional to design and plan the renovation on the new Town Office Building.  This decision was made after speaking with Craig Boone and a Design Engineer which both stated the cost of the project would be about the same whether using an Engineer or Architect.

The majority of the Building Committee members present felt that Bunker and Savage should get the job.  He has put a lot of time into the project to date and the cost for either would be about the same or less.

The Selectmen went into Executive Session at 7:05 P.M. to discuss the recommendation of the Building Committee.

The meeting returned to open session at 7:12 P.M.  The Selectmen agreed to, on the advice of the Building Committee, award the contract to Bunker and Savage pending legal review of the contract and the Town Manager permission to sign for no more than $35,000.00. Ruth will also contact Bunker and Savage to be sure that $35,000.00 is a correct amount.

The Selectmen agreed keep the Building Committee active thru the Renovation of the Building and the work with the architect.   M/M/S Bill Harlow, Rick Simoneau 4-0-0

Bid opening for Transfer Station 

The Towns insurance company stated that the retaining walls need to be at least 42 inches high down by the demolition and scrap metal buckets to prevent falls.

The Selectmen agreed to accept the proposal from Livermore Concrete for $4,800.00 providing Bob Sanders confirms that the bid covers the appropriate area.  M/M/S Rick Simoneau, Steve McCourt 4-0-0

Bob Bahre wanted to know what town would want for land behind Ames.  Ruth Marden wanted to know if the Selectmen were interested in selling the land.  The Selectmen have not ruled out possibility of selling property.  Ruth will also check with Snowmobile club to see if still interested in erecting a building on that property.

Resignation from Jay Development

Variance Approval – Road Setback

Donna and Ryan Bergman are proposing to move a trailer to 5 Emery Street.  The Road Setback ordinance states that structures must be 40 feet from the center line of the road and the Selectmen may approve a variance down to 25 feet.  Paul Mills presented a plan of where the trailer was before.  Fill has been brought onto the lot so the trailer can meet the 25 foot requirement.  

The Selectmen agreed to grant Donna Bergman a setback variance for 25 feet from the center line of the road, this is to include steps etc.  M/M/S Steve McCourt, Amy Gould 4-0-0

Other Business

Pearl Cook questioned the unpaid personal property listed in the Town Report.  This will be brought to the next meeting.  An effort will be made to contact the unpaid businesses.

Al Landry does not like the way school articles are listed on the ballot.  It was explained that these are State mandated.  If further information is needed he should contact the school.

Rick Simoneau questioned if recreation program is ready if the budget passes. Ruth stated the program would start on June 25th.

Mary Howes has applied for a grant for the quarry thru Land and Water conservation.  She stated that when a representative came to Jay that two signs need to be placed at other locations in Jay that have received money from the Land & Water conservation.  Mary will get info to Ruth.
