Minutes- Minutes of the Aug 27th, Meeting accepted.  M/M/S-Rick/Steve/4-0-0.

Old Business- 
Pearl Cook questioned who owned the Community building and how consolidation would affect that building.  Mike Gentile (Town Lawyer) says all Town Property including the School property is owned by the Town because the School is actually a department of the Town.

Rick asked about the progress of the new Town Office building –Building committee will meet on Tuesday Sept 25, will update after that.

Sewer Abatement- Thomas & Susan Dolan are requesting an abatement for 76 Main St.  The building has been vacant since 2000.  Mark Holt recommended that the Selectmen abate for 05-06 in the amount of 92.50, 06-07 in the amount $97.50 and 07-08 in the amount of 105.00.  M/M/S-Amy/Steve 3 years for $305.00 approved-4-0-0.

Transfer Station Position-  A report was presented to the Selectmen from AVCOG on the need to fill a vacant position at the transfer station.  AVCOG is also calculating the cost/benefit of handling waste from other towns.

The report states that the keep the same level of service the position should be filled.

Steve McCourt requested more information.  He would like someone to look into cost to hire an independent hauler and to pick up the recycling on a bi- weekly basis. Motion was made by Steve McCourt and seconded by Amy Gould to deny hiring until further investigate the need. M/M/S-Steve/Amy/-1-3-0 – Motion fails.

The Selectmen agreed to approve hiring for the transfer station on a temp to permanent basis and to further study.  M/M/S-Amy/Rick/4-0-0

Regionalization-recommended appointments to committees-

A letter was received from Dr. Wall requesting Selectmen to serve on the Restructuring Committee on Regionalization of the Schools.  The Selectmen agreed to submit Bill Harlow and Warren Bryant’s name for the Restructuring Committee and to submit Lisa Bryant’s name for the Finance Committee.  If Lisa is absent someone else from the town office will be asked to attend.
