Minutes
M/M/S-Tom Goding/Steve Barker 3-0-0 to accept the minutes from November 17th meeting
Old Business- 
The timeline that has been accepted was an informational meeting on Feb 23rd prior to the March 15th   public hearing meeting on the budget.   Ruth asked the selectmen if they wanted to cancel this informational meeting as very few attend.  

M/M/S-Tom Goding/Steve barker-3-0-0 to cancel the informational meeting on the budget.
Al Landry asked about Church Street being a one way street. Al said that during church services there are people going both ways.  Ruth said that she would talk with the police about patrolling the area during the services.  Selectmen also thank Al Landry for taping the RSU meeting.
Environmental Ordinance proposed changes
Shiloh Ring talked to the Selectmen about proposed changes to the Environmental Ordinance. Verso had requested that the Town look at the funding of the Ordinance to see if any changes could be made. In reviewing the Ordinance and the account, Shiloh suggested to the Board that the reserve account cap could be moved from $1 million down to $800,000. The change would likely give the permit holders 1 to 2 years of suspended fees. See Attached Memo from Shiloh Ring to the Board of Selectmen.
M/m/s- Steve Barker/Tom Goding 4-0-0 to put on the April 27th Town meeting ballot to reduce the Environmental Reserve Fund cap from one million to $800,000. 
Discussion about Parker Pond Source Water Protection Ordinance

Doug Burdo (Water District) would like to see the Water Protection Ordinance for Parker Pond back on the Agenda. Ruth said that we tabled it a few years ago until we found out if we would even have access into the Pond. 

Doug explained that he would like to see the quality of the existing water protected. An ordinance could restrict any gas refueling, small boats, Ice shacks and planes.
After much discussion-M/M/S Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to revisit again in Oct. 2009-4-0-0 
Selectmen want to get more information on this and we will schedule to have an informational meeting before revisiting this in Oct. 
Excise Tax Quoting Policy

After discussing this with the selectmen, Town Manager Ruth Marden will set an Office Policy to only quote over the phone new vehicles with an (MSRP) or on a re registration . If they want to bring in their paper work we can give them an estimate.
Mark Holt:  Possible Sewer Construction Information 
Nearly 5 years ago, the Maine Department of Transportation (ME DOT) said that they were going to be replacing the storm drain infrastructure beneath Main Street from Bridge Street in Livermore Falls to Pineau Street in Jay and then resurfacing disturbed areas.  ME DOT said that the water and sewer mains are going to be in the path of their construction.  Mark said that as old as the pipes are and their current condition, he is afraid of their demise as a result of the ME DOT project.  Mark said that the Town should replace the sewer mains within the area of the proposed ME DOT project.  The Livermore Falls Water District and Sewer Department will be replacing their mains because of the ME DOT project as well.  Plans for the replacement of the sewer and water mains were drafted about 4 years ago when the ME DOT first came to the Town’s with this project.
Mark also told the selectmen that The Government is supposed to be putting out a +/- 60 million dollar economical stimulus package for roads & bridges.   The ME DOT in Dixfield told mark that they are not getting any of this money.  However, some of the other road projects in Maine are going to get this money which will open up money for DOT Dixfield to do this project as soon as possible. Maybe break ground June of 2009.
Mark talked with Steve McLaughlin from the State Revolving Loan Fund (SRF) which is the agency that allocates the money that will be received from the stimulus package for wastewater infrastructure projects.  Mr. McGlaughlin said he is in hopes of getting construction loans and grants at zero percent interest for the money that is coming to the waste water and drinking water programs from this stimulus package.  Mark said the Town should get on the list to secure a loan from the SRF and that he has asked Mr. McGlaughlin to put the Town of Jay on the list pending approval of the selectmen at tonight’s meeting.  Mark stressed the number of utilities looking for the low interest money and the need to act quickly to secure a portion of the stimulus package money that would be the lowest interest rate available.  See attachment for an estimated cost of this project.  

Mark requested the permission of the selectmen to proceed with the grant/loan application process which would be used if the ME DOT proceeds with their project, as anticipated, in 2009. 

Selectmen voted to grant Mark permission to proceed with the grant/loan application process.  M/M/S Amy Gould/ Steve barker 5-0-0.
