Old Business-

Status of Winter Roads Budget/Road Posting Notification-
John will be posting Roads.

John said the budget does not look good. Has enough material to do 4 more storms. 
He is also having trouble getting salt to mix with the sand.
He is $45,000 over budget $28,000.00 is in fuel due to increase in gas prices.

Rick and Bill will meet with Ruth and John to see what options are available for snow removal/retrieval of sand and look at budget.
Animal Shelter Contract-
We are paying $1.55 per capita. Last years contract was around $7,260.00, this year would be around $7,750.00.

The selectmen want to get more information from Ruth if all towns charge the same per capita. Selectmen voted to table until the next meeting-M/M/S-Warren Bryant, Steve McCourt-4-0-0
Building Inspector-
See attachment:  There was an involved discussion from the Selectmen and members of the audience about the requirements the town must meet to be legally in compliance with State Statute.  M/M/S Warren Bryant, Amy Gould to approve the placing of an article on the Annual Town Meeting Warrant to fund a position of Building Inspector/Deputy Code Officer and to have that position do the minimum required.  There are state laws that require enforcement and some of them are optional for enforcement.  After the budget is approved the Selectmen will have a discussion about the job description and the enforcement that is expected with this new position. This position if for 8 hours a week and the budget will be presented for approval for $10,676.00 per year.  This Warrant Article will be a stand alone article and not combined with the Professional Services budget. 3-1-0 
Foreclosed Property-
The Town Foreclosed on Map 6 Lot 8 because of unpaid tax liens.
Selectmen were asked:  Do you want to retain property or bid out to neighboring property owners?
Selectmen want to research the property to see if there is a right of way.
Selectmen tabled until next meeting-M/M/S-Steve McCourt/Amy Gould-4-0-0. 
Update On DOT/Weigh Station Conversation-
The State says it’s a local issue.
State will not be moving the weigh station it’s to much cost and time. 
Selectmen asked that the Hyde road not be posted and to have the Jay Police Department patrol it more to slow down the truckers.  Selectmen will have Ruth speak with the Police Department.
Re-organization of the Ordinance Committee-
Selectmen were asked to start up the Re-organization Ordinance Committee.  
There has not been an Ordinance Committee since 2002.
