Minutes

Minutes of the Feb. 26th, 2008 meeting were accepted-M/M/S-Amy Gould/Steve McCourt-5-0-0
Old Business-
The Town foreclosed on Carol Redman’s property. Since then there were other outstanding liens that were found. Ronda talked with Jamie Pitney from Preti, Flaherty, Believeau & Pachio who said we should start the entire lien process again.  Carol’s grandson has contacted Ronda and wants to pay all liens in full. Selectmen have agreed to let Carol’s grandson pay back all the liens in full.  Quick Claim Deed will stay in Carol Redman’s name.
Several months ago we had a Department Of Labor Inspection. We were assessed a fine of $6800.00.

They gave the Town a list of violations.  Part of the process is if you correct the Violations you can ask for abatement on the fine. Ruth will meet this week with them.  They want all the invoices and pictures of what we have corrected. Ruth is hopeful they will abate some of these fees.   
Warren asked about the Ordinance committee:  Ruth said two wanted to stay on, one moved and the other did not want to stay. Ronda will run an ad in The Livermore Falls Advertisement for the other two positions. 

Rick asked if Mark has started the study in North Jay on the Sewer Fees.  Ruth said she didn’t know, but would talk with Mark. Mark is also having surgery on his shoulder on the 17th and will be desk bound for a couple of weeks.

Selectmen wanted to know if Ruth and Mark went over the numbers again because of some discrepancy.  Ruth will get information from Mark.
Rick asked about salt & sand for the highway department:  Ruth said John did a good job on getting it. He went through Granite State from Portsmouth N.H. We should be all set for the rest of the winter.
