Minutes

Motion was made by Rick Simoneau and seconded by Steve McCourt to accept the minutes of the previous meeting.  Rick and Steve agreed to change the motion to correct the date to read Tuesday, March 25th.  M/M/S to accept the minutes as amended.  5-0-0

Old Business

Dan Latham handed out info for the Highway Capital Reserve Account.  He stated the Highway has $940,000.00 in equipment.  He believes the Town is not saving enough for Capital Reserve and wanted to bring it to the Selectmen’s attention.  In a few years the town will be in a pinch. Bill Harlow stated that this could be addressed during the informational meeting on the warrant, if the Board wished.

Propane Bids

Ruth presented a chart of with the Propane bids.  See attachment “A”  

The Selectmen decided to re-bid.  Each bid was not submitted with the same specs.  Ruth Marden will meet with Sue Weston to see if it is feasible to bid the Town with the School and work out a new bid package.  The Sewer department and Recycling department will also look at bidding with the Town Office. 

There was also talk on the benefits of owning the tank versus having the propane company own the tank.  It was thought if you bid each year and do not own the tank the tanks would be replaced each year.

Sewer Abatements

Mark Holt presented sewer abatement recommendations.  See attachment “B”

The Selectmen’s meeting recessed to hold the Informational Meeting on the Annual Town Meeting Warrant.

Vote to expend Sewer Reserve Funds
Mark Holt presented a written request to authorize expenditure of $53,825.00 from his reserve account.  See attachment “C”

Mark also asked if the Selectmen would like to use labor from the Town of Jay or outside labor to do the overtime work.  Mark Holt recommended to give the Highway Garage 1st refusal.

The Selectmen agreed to allow the Sewer Department to expend up to $53,825.00 out of the Sewer Reserve Account.  M/M/S Rick Simoneau, Steve McCourt 5-0-0

Look Brook Sewer Line

Mark Holt has determined that the broken sewer line off Look Brook Circle is not a town line.  Dennis & Scott Taylor have been told that the 108 feet in question, is not a Town Sewer Line.  The Taylor’s plan to replace the line.

The Selectmen agreed to approve the Look Brook Development sewer specification agreement.  M/M/S Amy Gould, Warren Bryant 5-0-0 see attachment “D”

Disposition of 99 Main Street

Dr. Wall requested that the old Town Office be returned to the School Department.  Would like to look at cooperative efforts to neighboring towns, have open evenings for computer use.  It would be the intention of the School to apply for historic preservation money.

Dr. Wall asked if the Selectmen would allow the School Department to include in the feasibility study the State is doing for the Town?  The Selectmen felt that at the time of presenting the new Town Office to the taxpayers it was agreed that the building would be sold and the money would be put back into the General Fund.

The Selectmen agreed to have Ruth talk to realtors and look into the options of putting the building out to bid.  It will be brought up at the next Selectmen’s meeting.
