SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

JUNE 30, 2008

The Selectmen met with the Highway Foreman, John Johnson at 5:30 at the highway garage to view equipment needs and discuss future purchases and the capital equipment needs.

Chairman Steve McCourt opened the meeting at 6:30 with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes:  m/m/s Steve B., Tom to accept as presented.  4-0-1 vote.  (Amy abstained due to absence at the last meeting.)

Old Business

There was discussion at the last meeting about the amount of metal being stockpiled at the transfer station.  Bob Sanders came in to clarify that he has been working alone at the transfer station a lot due to a medical leave of one of the employees.  Even so he has processed 124 units since the last time he was at selectmen’s meeting.  He has approximately 25 units left and some a/c units.  His crew is studying for their freon testing.

Road Committee Report

Rick Simoneau, Chairman of the Road Committee stated that they have done review of roads and they are proposing that the following work be done this year.  Paving:  Davis Road, Jewell Street, Claybrook Road and Keep Road.  Reclaiming:  Keep Road.  There will be a road committee meeting on July 7th at SIB in North Jay to hear concerns from the public about the Keep Road.  M/m/s Warren, Steve B. to do the paving and reclaiming as proposed.  5-0 vote.  

Equipment Needs:  The Holder (sidewalk plow) needs over $12,000 in repairs and will need additional repairs beyond that.  M/m/s Amy, Tom to take up to $93,000 out of highway capital to purchase the Trackless MT5 and also a second hand tractor.  5-0 vote.  The Holder will be put out to bid, sold or whatever the best option is.

Crossroads Program

Dr. Wall was in to discuss the space needs for the Crossroads program.  He would like to use the space where the selectmen have met.  The Selectmen asked many questions, including Voting day (voting will be able to use it), Historical Society,  AYS, SAD #36 participation in the program.  M/m/s Warren, Steve B. to table until the next meeting to get information from AYS and from SAD #36.  5-0 vote.

Time Warner Transfer

M/m/s Steve B, Amy to approve the resolution to transfer the franchise from Time Warner to Time Warner Cable.  5-0 vote.

Appointments

M/m/s Warren, Amy to make annual appointments.  List attached.  5-0 vote. Warren commented that this was an annual event and not out of the ordinary.

Sewer Flow allocation

Mark Holt presented information on the flow going to the Livermore Falls Waste Water Treatment Plant.  This year is set at 60.5% for Jay.  M/m/s Tom, Amy to approve.  5-0 vote.

Lisa Bryant/Finance Director

Lisa explained to the Selectmen about the accounts and what they will look like after the first month of budgets are used.  She will come in and discuss this with the selectmen on a quarterly basis.

Legislative Policy Committee Ballot

M/m/s Amy, Tom to vote for Ruth Marden and John Madigan.  5-0 vote.

Other Business

Hyla Friendman had several concerns that she wanted to bring to the attention of the selectmen.

1. Code Enforcement Officer:  She wanted to let the selectmen know there are several bad situations in Jay.  Stores are empty and we are losing people.  The trash in Chisholm is disgraceful and the people should not be allowed to have their trash out so that it is visible all the time.  The Code Officer, Shiloh should be working on this.  Ruth explained that Shiloh is not in a position to deal with these things.  That is why we are hiring a new position and that we will put these issues onto the new person when they are on board.  Ruth explained the funding for Shiloh’s position and would make sure that there was an issue.

2. Three buildings that need immediate attention. are the ones with trash in Chisholm, the Keene Store and the burned building on the Old Jay Hill Road.

3. Congratulations to Larry Wright on the care of the monument.

4. Hyla asked Ruth if she got a clothing allowance.  Ruth said that she did.  Hyla said that it was criminal and that it should be turned it back in.  There should be no one in the office getting a clothing allowance.  

5. Shrubs at the old office should be moved to the new one.

Al Landry wanted the Selectmen to know that he thought the sign out front looked good.

Executive Session:  m/m/s Warren, Amy to go into Executive Session under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405, Subsection 6 for the purpose of negotiations.  5-0 vote.
