M/M/S- Warren Bryant/ Tom Goding to accept the minutes from Sept. 8th, meeting-4-0-0

Old Business
Selectmen sign the Special Town Meeting Warrant for Oct. 6th.
Steve Gettle/Bidding on Job
Steve Gettle wants to know how the Selectmen want the bids to go out. 

There are 2 bids, one for the tower lot and one for the gravel pit.

After discussion The Selectmen decide to send out packets to local logging companies.  Steve Gettle will bring back bids for the Oct. 20th   meeting for Selectmen to view.
Review Road Ordinance Recommendations

Most towns are 40-50 feet setback from center line.

There was lots of discussion on this as there was an issue with established roads and new roads.   Selectmen have tabled this until they attend a workshop on Oct. 29th at 6:00 P.M when the town attorney will be present to give them advice on how to proceed.

Don Marquis/Sewer Line Issues

Mr. Marquis has been having some sewer lines issues.  He doesn’t understand why he is responsible for the line in the Main.  Town Manager Ruth Marden has explained to him other then Livermore Falls & Wilton all other sewer districts are in the Main. 
Steve McCourt said that this is not a State law this is the way it is written for the Town of Jay in the ordinance.  Mr. Marquis wanted to know how this could be changed.  If this was changed it would up the sewer rates, it would also have to go before Town meeting to be approved, and this would also impact the tax rate.  Mr. Marquis stated that he knew that the voters would not want this.  
RSU update/Selectmen Warren Bryant  
 Warren updated the Selectmen & the Town’s people on the RSU.  He said they Decided that they need a caucus.  They will meet again on Sept 23rd.  There was concern from some in the audience about the percentage that Jay would have to contribute for the formula.
Heat for 99 Main

Town Manager Ruth Marden has given the figures to the Selectmen on how much it cost last year to heat the Old Town Office.  It was $5,598.00 to heat all three Zones. She also told the Selectmen that so far, no one is interested in the building and they didn’t budget for the heating & electricity for two buildings, so that line would be way over drawn.
The Selectmen chose to wait one more month and drain the top two floors and heat just the basement.

Appoint Jean Gilbert full member of Jay Development Committee

Office Workers Union Contract

Selectmen accept the Office Workers three year contract (July 1, 2008-June 30, 2011). This included a 3 percent raise, clothing allowance eliminated, health insurance will be for Plan C instead of Plan A which will be a savings for the town and a monthly increase of $20.00 for the single plan insurance.  Ruth stated that the office workers were very easy to work with this year and that she appreciated this.

Reappoint Bruce Roy/Bd. Of Assessments Review 5 years

M/M/S-Steve Barker/Warren Bryant-Selectmen to reappoint Bruce Roy to the Board of Assessments Review for a term of 5 yrs-4-0-0.
Other Business
John Johnson brought up the issue of sharing services with Livermore Falls.  The discussion was about snow removal.  Livermore Falls has a snow blower where they can put snow directly into a truck and it is much more efficient than picking it up as we do now.  In exchange we will be hauling some snow and doing other services to equal the amount expended.
