BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 8, 2008

1. Pledge of Allegiance

2. M/M/S to approve the minutes of the August 25th Selectmen’s meeting.  Amy Gould, Steve Barker 4-0-0

3. Old Business

Ruth stated that there is one full position and two alternate positions open on the Budget Committee.  One more position will be open when Judy Diaz resigns, as she cannot sit on both the School Board and the Budget Committee.

Ruth gave an update on the Federally owned home near Al Landry’s on Route 133.  John Darling, USDA, has stated that they will be there this week to do some clean up.  Some one has shown some interest in the property.

Figures on heat for the old Town Office – Ruth did not have available.

Pearl Cook asked how the Spruce Mountain Music Festival went.  No information was available.  It was also mentioned that the Wausau mill provides electricity to the ski slope and no one was aware how the closing of part of the mill will affect the ski slope.   

The Selectmen held a work session on September 3rd to discuss what codes the new Building Inspector/Deputy Code Enforcement Officer will enforce.  

M/m/s Steve Barker, Tom Goding to make a motion to authorize the Deputy Code Enforcement Officer, under the direction of the Code Enforcement Officer, to enforce the following State regulations based on complaints only: Small Gravel Pits, Cemeteries, Junkyards & Automobile Graveyards, Swimming Pools, Dangerous Buildings (contingent on Selectmen approval on a case by case basis) and Miscellaneous Nuisances (contingent on Selectmen approval on a case by case basis).

Vote 4-0-0

M/m/s Steve Barker, Amy Gould to make a motion that we authorize the Deputy Code Enforcement Officer, under the direction of the Code Enforcement Officer, to enforce all locally adopted Ordinances and regulations that provide for administration or enforcement by the Code Officer. Vote 4-0-0

M/m/s Steve Barker, Amy Gould to make a motion to authorize the Building Inspector, under the direction of the Code Enforcement Officer, to enforce 25 MRSA, Chapter 313 § 2351-2361 with regards to the inspection of new construction and repairs for the purpose of inspecting against the catching and spreading of fire and issuing Certificates of Occupancy and also to act under § 2360 on complaints to determine if a building is dangerous due to the specific criteria listed therein.  Vote 4-0-0

4. Department Head Report/Bob Sanders – was present to discuss his job 

as Recycling and Sold Waste coordinator.  He tries to take his budget and get the most revenue he can for the Town of Jay.  He also covers when people are on vacation, out sick, or on light duty.  He is also looking at purchasing dumpsters locally because the freight is so high to get them to town.

It was also asked how much it would cost the Town to run the facility if we stopped taking other towns trash.  Bob stated it would probably result in one job loss and we would lose the revenue from recycling.

It was also questioned whether or not we are charging other Towns enough to haul their solid waste.  Contracts are up in January and will be looked at, at that time.

5. M/m/s Amy Gould, Steve Barker to reappoint Wilson Eastman to 

Spruce Mt. Bd. Of Directors.  Vote 4-0-0

6. Western Me. Community Action Funds Request:  They have requested 

$5,000 for an emergency fuel fund.  In order to do this we would have to have a special town meeting.  This money could also be given only to Jay residents only.

Ruth explained that the Selectmen have a policy that request of funds need to be done at annual town meeting.  The money would be transferred out of overlay or undesignated revenue.

M/M/S Amy Gould, Tom Goding to have a Special Town Meeting to see if the Town of Jay will approve transferring $5,000.00 from overlay or the undesignated revenue account and to be earmarked for Jay residents for heating assistance and to be administered by the Ecumenical Heating fund.  Vote 4-0-0  A meeting date will be set by the Town Manager.

7. RSU Update/Warren Bryant – had a work session on Saturday, with 

the facilitator and SAD 36.  They accomplished 80% of the paperwork.  Cost sharing is the biggest obstacle at this time with the three towns.  Another meeting will be held tomorrow night.  Once cost sharing is done, they will meet with the smaller committees that discussed transportation, etc…   They will also discuss what properties will be turned over to the new RSU.   It was also mentioned that Jay’s pupil population in decreasing and Sad 36’s population is increasing.

Warren Bryant feels that the cost formula can be worked out as a fair formula for all involved.  No one can be laid off during the first year.  Cost savings will be realized down the road.

The new RSU Board will consist of 10 members, based on population.  Livermore will have 2 members, Livermore Falls will have 3 members, and Jay will have 5 members.

There will be a vote in January; each Town will face a penalty if they do not join a RSU.  

8. M/m/s Amy Gould, Tom Goding to appoint Abby Dipasquale from 

Alternate to full member on the Board of Assessment Review. Vote 4-0-0.  There are two alternate positions open at this time.

9. Other Business- Franklin County Caucus next Monday – Sept. 15th.
