Minutes

 M/M/S-Rick Simoneau/Warren Bryant to accept minutes from the April 7th meeting 3-0-0

Old Business-
Rick Simoneau asked Ruth about Mark Holt getting figures on what it would cost for each tax payer for their septic.  Mark has the figures Ruth will bring them to the next meeting.  
Propane Bids-
Three bids were received for the Propane Tank installation for the new Town Office Building. 

Amerigas, Group Adams and Fabian.  See Attachment A.
After discussion, The Selectmen accepted the Bid from Group Adams (option # 2 Propane company owns the tanks) for a two year commitment.

B & G Capital Reserve Funds-
Larry Wright has requested that burial fees (around $275.00 per burial) be put into his reserve account (building & grounds).  Lisa Bryant has checked with Auditors and they are fine with it.

Selectmen accept putting the fees into the Building & Grounds Reserve Account.

Cemetery Reserve Funds-

Lisa Bryant (Finance Director) discovered an account that has not been touched since 2001 in the amount of $54,343.00.  This money would be use for equipment & Care associated with the Cemetery.

Septic Tank Pumping Reimbursement Request-

Mike Williams requested a reimbursement for his septic tank pumping. Although, The Selectmen understand how he feels there are no funds available. 

Mark Holt/update and permission for Tanker solution-
Mark has found The Town of Richmond to work with to use their tanker during the time he is down.  Plant will be down for three to four weeks starting July 28th.  Selectmen have given permission to Mark to do this. 
update on the Disposition of 99 Main St.

Ruth contacted Dubord & Leavitt Realty to have them look at the building. They have toured the building with Ronda this past week. Ruth received a letter from Dubord Realty who was not interested in doing Commercial buildings only residential.  She has not heard back fro Leavitt Realty.   

LD 2257-Uniform Building code has passed
Ruth reported that LD 2257 passed in the Legislature and has become law.  With this law comes the mandate for a Building Code and for the enforcement.  This means that in July 2012 when it becomes effective for Jay we will need to add another position.  The Town of Jay has voted several times not to have a code but this is mandated and now we will not have the choice.  When asked about funding this where it is mandated, Ruth reported that the state felt that it was not unfunded because we will be charging fees and sending part of it to the state to cover the cost of education, training and materials, etc.  
Friends, Family and Neighbors Heating Oil Program-
Ruth has brought to the attention of the Selectmen of an oil program in the Bangor area.  She would like permission to purse this program for the people in Jay. Selectmen have okay.
Board of Appeals Appointment/ Joann Wardwell-
Selectmen Reappoint Joann Wardwell for a 5 year term to the Board of Appeals.
