Minutes 
M/m/s Amy Gould/Steve Barker to accept the April 27th minutes-5-0 vote.

Old Business
Ruth stated Roland Morrell was in from the Bureau of Revenue Services to determine our certified ratio for this year.  Ruth stated that we are over 95 % value and that with the economy the way it is this is pretty good.
Steve McCourt asked Ruth if she had her meeting with Doug Burdo (Livermore Water District) on the Parker Pond project and have we made any progress. Ruth stated that she had to cancel the meeting last week as Paul Gilbert called and wanted her to be in Augusta on the Economic Bill. Ruth stated that she will meet with Doug on Wednesday morning May 13th and update the Selectmen at the next meeting.
Election of Chair/Vice Chair  
M/m/s Tom Goding /Warren Bryant to nominate Steve McCourt as Chairman 4-0 vote.
M/m/s Steve Barker/Amy Gould to nominate Warren Bryant as Vice Chairman 4-0 vote.

Public Hearing/Special Entertainment Permit/VFW

Steve McCourt opened the Public Hearing at 6:40 P.M. 

After little discussion Steve McCourt closed the Public Hearing at 6:42 P.M
M/m/s Amy Gould/Tom Goding to accept the Special Entertainment Permit for the VFW. 5-0 vote.

Fire Department/Scott Shink

Scott would like permission to start looking into purchasing a used 1 ton or a 1-1/2 ton forestry truck not to exceed more then $20,000.00 with funds coming out of the Capital Reserve account.   
Scott stated that he has two older trucks (F250) a 1972 and mid 1980’s, fully equipped with skid pumps and tanks. Scott was advised to have the two trucks weighed.  One of the trucks with a GVW (gross vehicle weight) of 6,300 lbs weighed in at 8,660 and the other truck with a GVW of 8,600 lbs weighed in at 9,060 lbs.  Scott stated both trucks have booster support but is still difficult to maneuver when loaded.  
Scott would like to sell one truck as a complete forestry truck and the other one without the skid pump. They would be sold “as is” so the Town would not have any liability.  Scott also added by going down to one Forestry truck it would save on insurance and would give them more room in the Fire Bay. 
M/m/s Warren Bryant/Amy Gould to allow the Fire Chief to look into buying a used Forestry truck to replace the two older trucks, not to exceed more the $20,000.00 with monies to be used from the Capital Reserve Account 5-0 vote.
Adoption of the Pandemic Flu Policy:  Noel Brown discovered that The Pandemic Flu Policy was never voted on.

Paving Projects
After much discussion, Selectmen agreed to authorize the Road Committee to follow through with the plan for the paving of the roads and the joint work with the Jay Village Water district for this year.  There was talk about different roads that need work.  It was suggested that the road committee has researched what work needs to be done and that the final decision should be taken from their suggestions.  
M/m/s Steve Barker/Amy Gould to take the suggestions that the road committee gives and to go forward with the work that is recommended in conjunction with the water district.  The Road committee will report to the selectmen in 3 months on the progress of the projects 5-0 vote.
Gas Pump Conversion

John Johnson (Highway Foreman) request to spend $2,300.00 to convert the old underground gas tank and pump to diesel. John stated we don’t store gasoline on site and have switched to a local filling station which saves about 11 cents a gallon.

Comprehensive Plan Appoint Mary Howes

M/m/s Steve Barker/ Warren Bryant to appoint Mary Howes to the Comprehensive Plan Committee 5-0 vote.

Adult Education Subsidy: The Town voted $40,000.00 for adult education, however it wasn’t specified where it should go.  Ruth (Town Manager) has called both SAD 9 and SAD 36 to see what each of them offers for services for Jay residents.
