Budget Committee Appointment:  m/m/s Tom, Steve B. to appoint Tina Riley to the Budget committee.  Steve M. read an email that Tina had sent to Ruth requesting that she be appointed.  4-0 vote.

Adult Education:  Carrie Castonguay came in and gave the selectmen an update about Adult Education. Excise Tax Resolution:  There was discussion about the impact of the excise tax resolution question to the Town of Jay.  Al Landry spoke up and stated that he is in favor of it as he has a new vehicle.  m/m/s Steve B/ Tom to sign the resolution.  4-0 vote.

Summer Recreation Program:  m/m/s Amy, Tom to give Ruth permission to enter into an agreement on recreation with Livermore Falls contingent on voter approval of the budget.  4-0 vote.

Ruth stated that the Police Department has received word that they are receiving a grant for over $12,000 for Drug enforcement.

Ruth will discuss this with John as Steve Gettle and Justin both have said that they think deeper in the lot where there were wooded areas before cutting, there were areas where there was gravel.
