Minutes: 

M/m/s-Steve Barker/Tom Goding to approve the May 11th Selectmen minutes 3-0 vote.

Old Business:

Ruth Marden (Town Manager) stated that the realtors have shown the old Town Office located at 99 Main Street. Someone is interested in buying it, and we’re waiting for an offer. 

Rob Taylor/Recreation

Rob updated the Selectmen on the Recreation Field and would like opinions on some of the rules to be set in place.

After discussion M/m/s-Tom Goding/Steve Barker to approve the first 6 rules for the Jay Recreation area, with the 7th rule (Hunting Access) being looked into by Town Manager Ruth Marden to get legal advise on 3-0 vote.

Funding for Envirothon Trip

Rob Taylor stated that one of the teams representing Jay at the Maine State Envirothon competition placed first in the State of Maine. For this they have earned the right to represent Maine at the Canton International Envirothon at the University of North Carolina at Asheville (Smokey Mountains). Rob stated that the kids need to raise around $4,850.00 to send the 7 people to North Carolina. The Jay School Committee has a contingency fund that they will donate in the amount of $2,400.00 and Poland Springs will provide a travel grant through MACD in the amount of $500.00. This leaves a balance of $1950.00.  Rob asked the selectmen if they could make any kind of donation.

Selectmen explain to Rob that they have $194.00 left in the Selectmen’s Contingency for this fiscal year which ends June 30th. 

M/m/s-Tom Goding/Steve Barker to donate the $194.00 out of the Selectmen contingency fund now and see what else we can do the first of July (new fiscal year). Rob also stated that the kids will be doing some fund raisers and will keep the Selectmen updated on how much more they will need at the next Selectmen’s meeting. 3-0 vote.

46 Main Street

Ruth explained that a survey has been done on the property of (46 Main Street The old Boys Shop) and the back end does sit on our right of way.  The successful bidder, Rick Collins was notified that he would have to take part of that building down before the end of the summer. Collins said he was fine with that and that he may take the entire building down.

M/m/s Tom Goding/Steve Barker give Ruth permission to award the bid to Rick Collins for $1,801.92 with that money to go into the General fund for 46 Main Street with the promise that he removes the back part of the building at his cost from the right of way 3-0 vote. 

Mark stated that the Town surveyed from one end of C.N. Brown down to Franchettis.  He said that they have found more issues.  Tom Doiron was another one who has a building that is on the easement. Mark has contacted him and will be sending out notices and a small photo copy to him as well as the other residents that are encroaching on the Town’s easement.
Parker Pond Update

Ruth stated that she has met with Doug Burdo (Livermore Falls Water District) and has talked with several people from the State.  The Water District is not going to allow access to the pond if planes are allowed to land 400’of the intake. The Water District also has concerns on the boat motor size that people use in the pond.  After some discussion Ruth Marden ( Town Manager) will contact Doug Burdo and find out what size motors would be allowed and bring back information for the next meeting.

Town of Jay IRC Section 125 Plan

Ruth stated that Lisa Bryant worked hard on this.
M/m/s-Steve Barker/Tom Goding to accept the IRC Section 125 plan as written-3-0 vote.
Cost sharing % Livermore Falls Sewer

Mark informed the Selectmen that Jay will be responsible for 57.4% of the operation and maintenance costs sharing with Waste Water Treatment Facility owned by the Town of Livermore Falls.  This is down from last year which was 60.5 %.

M/m/s-Tom Goding/Steve Barker to approve the 57.4 % of the operation and maintenance cost sharing with the Town of Livermore Falls WWTF. 3-0 vote.

Annual Town Meeting Date/next year

Ruth stated that in the past we have had meetings in April and sometimes in June. We used to hold the meetings in June but if articles didn’t pass there was no time to go back and revise before July 1st. 

The warrant article now included on the ballot allows the Town to run on 90 days or three-twelfths of what was raised in the previous budget.  Ruth would like to see the meetings go back to June because the town will know how much State Subsidy it will receive for the schools, plus the State primary is in June and this would avoid the cost of having two Elections.

M/m/s-Tom Goding/ Steve Barker to hold the future Town Meetings the second Tuesday in June 3-0 vote.
