Lisa will be coming in and giving updates quarterly on our financial status and investments.  Lisa stated that we are in good shape other then the interest, which is at (.65%). Lisa stated that she would like to put Revenue monies that aren’t being immediately used by department heads in a CDARS (Certificate of Deposit Account Registry Service) for 6 months (this is fully insured by the FDIC) at 1% which could earn the Town a few thousand dollars of additional interest. We will look at the rates again in 6 months. Selectmen gave Lisa permission to invest the monies.

Steve Gettle gave the selectmen an update on the gravel pit and tower lots.

Other Business

Chairman Steve McCourt wanted to know why we don’t sell the gravel pit.  
Steve said that they had some testing done on the gravel and it has clay in it. Steve stated that it would cost $5.00 a yard to process it and you can buy it for $6 a yard already processed. John Johnson told Steve that he didn’t think it would be profitable to dig the gravel.  Chief White (Police Chief) stated that they have a shooting range there and would like to keep the pit for officers’ training; he stated that if they do sell he would like to keep part of the pit for their training. Mark Holt is also interested in dumping debris from storm drains and sewer collections which is non hazardous material.  It would save the sewer department a significant amount of money as they truck it out of town right now. Steve stated that they will get more information from Mark and look into this further.
Town Manager Ruth Marden asked that two selectmen sit in on the sewer rate study review. Warren Bryant and Tom Goding will do this.  Selectmen also feel that two people from the public should sit in as well.
