Old Business

John Johnson (Highway Foreman) stated that there is compost available at the Transfer Station for Jay residents at no cost. They are allowed one truck load full and must sign a waiver for liability reasons.  
Mary Howes updated the Selectmen on the North Jay White Granite Park, she does this yearly.  See Attachment*
ICMA Resolution

Selectmen have chosen to allow employees to take just one loan out of their ICMA (International City Management Association Retirement Corporation) plan starting July 1, 2010.  
Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that ICMA has three different options for borrowing money from their retirement plan.  The first option is; you can have up to five loans, the second option one loan at a time and the third option no loan. Employees are allowed up to five loans right now. Cushman stated that there is concern on having that many loans out. If an employee gets sick or leaves their place of employment they have ninety days to repay the loans, if someone defaults it could endanger the entire program.  Cushman stated that very few towns in the State of Maine allow their employees to take out loans.  Chairman Steve McCourt added the Finance Department would be the one to insure the monies being paid back on a default loan. 
Cushman stated that employees who have more then one loan right now would be grandfathered.

Mary Howes/Chisholm Trail Group-See Attachment*
Mary Howes informed the Selectmen that the (Chisholm Trail Group) is trying to get a trail that will connect the Jay school system with the Livermore Falls school system.  
It would connect at the beginning of the trail in Livermore Falls which is located behind the police station to French Falls in Jay.  Mary stated that several years ago they tried to have these trails connect but because a huge portion of the land was on Industrial Property (Wausau Paper Mill) they were not able to. Mary stated the property is theirs now and would like to see the trail connect. The Group is asking for a thousand dollar donation to come from the Recreational Fund.   We have met with some Architects and are tying for some grants and Livermore Falls also has a thousand dollar donation on their Articles to be voted on.  
Selectmen Tim DeMillo stated that this project is not personal for them; the person heading this up is Jonathan Labonte of Androscoggin Land Trust.  DeMillo stated that they are just on the committee.
Vice Chairman Warren Bryant questioned the donation; shouldn’t this have gone on the warrant for town meeting.  Chairman Steve McCourt replied no that this was coming out of the Recreational fund and town’s people didn’t need to vote on this.
M/M/S-Warren Bryant/Amy Gould to take a $1,000.00 from the Recreational fund to go toward the Chisholm Trail.  4-0-1 Tim DeMillo abstained.
Other Business

Justin Merrill inquired about the Water Department maintaining the hydrants.  Justin stated that there are three hydrants in town and some out on Route #140 and #17 that has bags over them.  Merrill stated the Town pays good money to the Water District for rent on these hydrants and they should be maintained. The Selectmen agreed. Chairman Steve McCourt asked if any other residents knew of more hydrants that were not working to contact the Town office. 
Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that she will look into this and bring back to the next meeting.
Mary Howes updated the Selectmen on Spruce Mountain Ski Slope. Mary stated that people are still calling her and there’s nothing they can do to ease Spruce Mountain Ski Clubs power issue.  Mary stated that they have come up with a plan to eliminate a substation that’s on their property plus all the poles.  
Spruce Mountain wants us to give them an easement to put up a pole and a transformer with a wire to cross the river. CMP (Central Maine Power) nor do others want that liability. Verso offered but CMP won’t allow that as it would be selling power.  
Ruth stated that she has met with some Town Officials from Livermore and Livermore Falls and Spruce Mountain Ski Slope is planning on using a generator. 

Al Landry inquired about the way Warrant Articles are written. He feels it intimidates the voter when the Warrant Articles read Selectmen recommend yes, Budget Committee recommend yes.  Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that this is a Selectmen’s Warrant. Most towns have a recommendation. Al Landry would like the Warrant Articles to read three yes two no.  Selectmen will change the way they write the Articles for next year.
