Minutes:

M/M/S-Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to accept the November 29, 2010 Selectmen Minutes.  5-0-0 vote.  

Old Business:

Some Jay residents approached the Board on whether the Transfer Station is still going to pick up dumpsters. There are forty five to fifty dumpsters in the Town of Jay.  In the June election, Jay residents voted unanimously to keep the curbside pickup. For now the Town provides curbside pickup for trash, recyclables and for dumpsters.  Selectman Tim DeMillo stated that the Transfer Station’s budget is at $1.14 million dollars; by eliminating the dumpster pickup it could cut the budget to under $800,000 dollars with no one losing their job.   DeMillo stated that some residents own their dumpsters and some pay an annual fee of $144.00 to rent.    Town officials believe they are the only Town that picks up dumpsters; other surrounding towns use an outside hauler.  The Town has done this since 1991.
Some Business residents are offering to pay a fee above what they already pay in taxes for the Town to continue with the dumpster pickup.  Selectmen DeMillo stated that after reviewing the situation he didn’t see how the Town could condense a five day pickup into a four day pickup to allow the one day for dumpsters.  
There was also concern by some of the Jay residents that if they take away the dumpster pickup the town will look like a dump with trash everywhere.
The Recycling Committee will continue to review this.  It will be put on the next Selectmen agenda which is schedule for January 10, 2011 for more discussion.
Street Naming:

Shiloh Ring stated there is a dirt road that comes off Warren Hill Road and goes down towards Parker Pond and properties are being developed there. The State requires a 911 address if there are two or more residences on a road.  There are two roads that need names.  
A letter was sent to the abutters for name suggestions.  Three were received back; Rene C. Gobeil’s suggestion (Rene G Way or Gobeil Drive), (John and Donna Anderson’s suggestion (Loon Hollow Road and Crystal Spring Road), Ross Horne sent a letter agreeing with Anderson’s. suggestions.
Chairman Steve McCourt asked if we named the roads would we have to maintain them.  Ring responded with, no it’s in the Ordinance and also the letters that were sent to the abutters stated that naming the road does not change its status as a private road. The Town will not be responsible for the road simply by naming it. It should be named with Lane at the end as this typically indicates a private road in Jay.  See Attachments*
M/M/S-Amy Gould/Warren Bryant we call the road directly off Warren Hill Road, Crystal Spring Lane and the spur off that road, Loon Hollow Lane. 5-0-0 vote.

Joint Resolution:

Town Manager Ruth Cushman informed the board that this Joint Resolution has everything they discussed at the September 27, 2010 meeting between Livermore Falls and Jay Selectmen and just needs to be signed. This is to help with the grant writing program for the Chisholm Trail and to show the State that we’re working together. See Attachments*
M/M/S-Amy Gould/Tom Goding to enter into a Joint Resolution with Town of Livermore Falls. 5-0-0 vote.

Acceptance of Storage Shed Gift:

We did not receive anything in writing from the Bernard’s, so this will be tabled until the next meeting.
Re-sign the resolution:

Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that the Board had signed a resolution on the School Bond, but there was some language that was not accurate (wrong dates). See Attachments*
M/M/S-Amy Gould/Warren Bryant to sign the amended resolution with the new dates.

Mission Statement:

Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that with our safety program we have to redo the Mission Statement every couple of years.  It states that we won’t put our employees in harms way, and that we expect them to abide by the safety rules. Our goal is to work towards a zero workplace injury.  

M/M/S-Amy Gould/Tom Goding to accept the Mission Statement as written.  5-0-0 vote.

Vision Program:

M/M/S-Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to allow employees to participate in the Vision program at their own expense. 5-0-0 vote.  See Attachments*
Domestic Partner Health Insurance:

Town manager Ruth Cushman stated that she has had a request for this. Selectmen asked what the cost would be to the Town and what kind of benefits they would receive. Cushman responded with it would be like providing insurance for a married couple and it would fall under the family plan. 
M/M/S Vice Chairman Warren Bryant to allow the coverage of domestic partners to participate in the Towns health insurance. Motioned failed due to no second.
Chairman Steve McCourt stated that we will leave the insurance the way it is until Town Manager Ruth Cushman checks on a few things.  Ruth also suggested that maybe it should be part of Union Negotiations. 

Budget Committee Appointments to expire 1/1/2013:

M/M/S-Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to reappoint Pearl Cook, Charles Riekert, Mike Collins to the Budget Committee for a two year term.  Mike Houlihan did not choose to be reappointed, the Selectmen thank him for all he has done. 5-0-0 vote
Other Business: 

M/M/S-Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to change the Selectmen meetings to the second and fourth Monday.  This will be opposite of Livermore, Livermore Falls meetings so that they can attend our meetings and we can attend there’s if we wish to do so. 5-0-0 vote.

Other Business

Ruth informed the Board about scheduling a meeting to discuss Union Contracts.  It would be scheduled like a regular Selectmen meeting except it would have one item which would be in Executive Session. Selectmen agree and have scheduled a meeting for January 3, 2010 at 6:00 P.M.
Jody Therrien owner (Jay Auto Wash) spoke to the Board about his sewer bill, which is $4,500.00.  After he did some investigating he found out that he is paying more then the entire Jay Plaza.  Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that they should file for abatement; this would be the first step. 

After further discussion, this will be brought up at the next Sewer Committee meeting scheduled for December 29, 2010 at 6:00 P.M.

Chairman Steve McCourt declared the executive session over at 7:55 P.M. No action.  Chairman Steve McCourt left.
Vice Chairman Warren Bryant and Amy Gould made a motion and Amy Gould seconded to go into Executive Session under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405 Subsection 6 at 7:56 P.M. For the purpose of: Poverty Abatement.  4-0-0 vote

Vice Chairman Warren Bryant declared the executive session over at 8:05 P.M. 4-0-0 vote. No action.
M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to adjourn the meeting 8:06 P.M. 4-0-0 vote.
