School Consolidation Review of Legal Document

Other Business 
Selectmen Tim DeMillo stated that he and Mary went to a Fire Department Banquet to honor firemen from the area that had served long periods of time.  Last year we had Fire Department Appreciation gifts and we are planning on doing that again this year.
Pearl Cook asked for an update on the tennis court.  Town Manager Ruth Cushman responded that the school didn’t get the grant they requested.  The tennis court estimated repairs are $77,000.00.  Pearl also asked on an update of Toby Kachnovich’s building.  Town Manager stated that Kachnovich has started to stake out his building.

Jessica Bessey informed the Town Office and the Board of Selectmen that they are having a ribbon cutting ceremony Oct. 3 from 11-1 at their new Free Clothing Store located at the Community Center, also to thank the Selectmen for all their help.
