Minutes:  

M/M/S-Amy Gould/Tom Goding to accept the August 16th and the Special Selectmen’s meeting August 25th. 4-0-0 vote.
Old Business

John Johnson (Highway Department) talked about getting a loader as the old one is a 1995.  He will bring back information on this equipment to make a decision.

Toby Kachnovich/Driveway resolution

After discussion with Toby Kachnovich and residents about the island, Toby stated that he would like the island to be 20’.  The island size that was decided on was 12’.  Toby wanted to make sure that people understood that he did not like that choice.  

John discussed paving the island.  He asked when this could be done.  Manzer will be asked when he can come and get it done. 
M/M/S Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to enter into an agreement with Toby and Jennifer Kachnovich.  The Town will construct an island and pave it, move the town driveway and on the Kachnovich side do a triangle of 455 +-square feet and in exchange there will be an easement deeded to the town for the sewer line located on their property. 4-0-0 vote.   
The cost of the paving of both places would be $5,885.00 + $1350.

Recycling:  Single Sort-Truck Decision

Selectman Tim DeMillo stated that he felt that the next decision was whether it is time to go to single sort.  This has been a matter of discussion for some time.  The decision means that we will then need to decide what we need for equipment and trucks.  

Resident Delance White asked what the savings were.  Tim stated that it was a savings in baler, and the equipment.  Employment would go to six.  Three for the plant, one person would be driving the trailer truck and also be at the plant when not driving. 

There was discussion on single sort.  When the materials get to a single sort plant it goes through several processes to get it all sorted.  Resident Sylvia Ridley asked where the savings are.  There would not be so many people working and also we would not need to sort any of those materials.

The 40%/60% truck would have a special compartment for trash and for recyclables.  

Sylvia stated that if we are going to do something different the people should have a chance to decide.  The Selectmen stated that we will still be doing curb side; it is just a different way of doing it.

Vice Chairman Warren Bryant stated that the sub committee has had several meetings because they don’t want to make the wrong decision.  In order for us to do single sort we need to plan ahead.  If we don’t do single sort we will have to make some major purchases of equipment that would be very costly.

There was extensive discussion about what to do about enforcement.  We need to do some work on the Ordinance to see what we can do to change the way we do business.  The estimated savings per year would be approximately $175,000.  This is just an estimate.  John Johnson will supply us with some figures to put in the paper about cost/savings.  Single sort will be back on the next agenda.

Steve McCourt stated that if no one else wanted to be on this Committee, he would.  We discussed the issues that need to be addressed.  Tom Goding stated that he would be willing to do it.
