Old Business

Resident Dot White President of (Jay Historical Society) suggested putting a gazebo on the lawn on the North side of the Municipal Building. The Board agreed that this would be a great idea.  Selectperson Amy Gould asked if they had any ideas on fund raising.  Dot White stated that their thought was to have contractors in the area donate some of their time and building materials.  Selectmen Tom Goding said to contact him after the meeting to see what he could do. Town Manager Ruth Cushman mentioned that they should get some quotes on this and find out what size it should be.  Selectmen and Dot White will look into this and bring more information back to the next meeting.
Selectperson Amy Gould asked what the status was on the tennis court.  Town manager Ruth Cushman stated that we are supposed to hear within a week or two about the grant.  
Update from Rob Taylor

Rob Taylor and the High School Envirothon Team (six students) updated the Board on the different fund raisers that they are doing to go to the 2010 Canon International Envirothon in Fresno, CA August 1st-6th to represent the State of Maine. 
The anticipated cost is $8,400.00 for the trip; this is due to airline fares. Rob Taylor stated that the fund raisers are going well and they have done eight so far.  Rob also stated that with what they have raised and with the Towns donation they will have enough.
M/M/S Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to authorize up to $3,000.00 to Rob Taylor to fund the High School Envirothon Team trip.  5-0-0 vote.
Toby Kachnovich/questions of using drive

Toby and Jennifer Kachnovich came in to address the Board on their plans for a small office building located next to the Municipal Building and to get an easement across the parking lot.  Toby stated that he has contacted DOT (Maine Department of Transportation) and they would like to see the town and him share and entrance/exit. Part of the Kachnovich’s property is located at the Municipality’s exit, which is the same exit that police and customers use.

Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that years ago, DOT stated that they would be very reluctant to give any other permits for an exit/entrance off the busy route four location. 
Voter’s in return would ask that the Kachnovich’s  give the town an easement to their property as the town has a sewer line located there with no legal easement at this time.
Town Manager Ruth Cushman also stated that legal documents should include renegotiating the easement if the Kachnovich’s sold the property.  Kachnovich stated that sharing the entrance/exit would be much safer.

M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to place on the August Town Warrant article for an easement to cross town property pending legal review for Toby Kachnovich.  5-0-0 vote.
Bad Check Policy

Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that Financial Director Lisa Bryant modified the Dishonored Check Policy; the previous one was not adequate.  The policy allows the town to recoup the money, refuse checks from people who have written bad checks, and turn it over to the police department to do collections if they don’t honor them.  Cushman stated that this is a standard policy.
M/M/S Amy Gould/Tom Goding to accept the new Dishonored Check Policy.  5-0-0 vote.

Chairman Steve McCourt stated that he had some residents approach him on why the Town doesn’t accept Credit/Debit card.  Town Manager Ruth Cushman replied that it would cost the Town (taxpayers) money, as credit card companies charge a percentage fee to do transactions.  

MMA Ballot

Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that the Board needs to vote for three directors for executive positions on the MMA ballot, and one for Vice President. 
Cushman stated two people are running for Vice President. Sophia Wilson Town Manager for Brownville and Clint Deschene Town Manager for Hermon. Cushman recommends Clint Deschene for Vice President. 

M/M/S Warren Bryant/Tom Goding to accept the three directors for executive positions and Clint Deschene for Vice President upon Town Manager Ruth Cushman’s recommendation.  5-0-0 vote.
Sewer Loan Special Town Meeting/ August 16th

Other Business

Warren Bryant stated that he has had complaints about the water district from locations on the Hyde Road. They have had numerous breaks, which has caused sand in their pipes and furnace.  They contacted the water district and received no satisfaction.
