Present:   Justin Merrill, Vice Chair; Tom Goding, Tim DeMillo; Pearl Cook; and Ruth Cushman, Town Manager. Steve McCourt, Chair was out of town.

Vice Chair Justin Merrill opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Hearing:  The hearing was opened for comment.  Bill Calden wanted to know why he had to have a permit.  Ruth responded that this is a state law and without it he would not be able to operate a junkyard.  Justin read the conditions.  Hearing closed at 6:07 P.M.   M/m/s Pearl/Tom to approve the Junk Yard Permit for St. Pierre’s Garage.  4-0 vote.
Minutes:  M/m/s to approve the minutes of the July 9, 2012.  4-0 vote

Old Business:  none
Purchase of Cruiser:  Steve McCourt left word that he would like to see us purchase an Interceptor.  They are less expensive and other entities are purchasing them.  Chef White stated that he would like to go with a 4 x 4 this year and let the bugs get worked out of the Interceptors.  After discussion there was a motion by Pearl, seconded by Tom to purchase the Expedition from Bailey Brothers because the bid price was so close and that the service there has been excellent and for the old Explorer to go to the Town Office and $7,000 be transferred to the Police Department reserve account.  4-0 vote.   The Chief said that it would be September before he would get the new vehicle.
Disposal of Used Vehicles:  Because of the cost of advertising the Selectmen approved selling the excess vehicles and equipment instead of bidding them off.  M/m/s Tim/Tom to approve this.  4-0 vote.
Disposal of excess office supplies:  The town office and other departments have miscellaneous equipment.  We would request permission to have a sale of this stuff probably in the fall.  We could handle it like and auction where people put in bids.  Selectmen approved.
Personnel Policy: m/m/s Tom/Pearl to accept as presented.  4-0 vote.

Consideration of Fireworks Ordinance:  Chief White recommended that a committee be formed to work on an ordinance that would help with the current problems.  There was discussion about the Chisholm area and what Livermore Falls is doing.  M/m/s Tim/Tom to form a committee.  4-0 vote.
Update on John Butera visit:  Tim, Tom and Ruth went to Augusta to discuss MUBEC with the Governor’s aide.  All thought that he had listened and we will be sending some follow up information to him.  
Policies that need to be repealed.  (List attached)  There are parts of the Professional Personnel Policy that need to be repealed but there are other changes that need to be made so Ruth is saving that for another time. M/m/s Tim/Tom to repeal all policies that were listed with the exception of the Sewer Abatement Policy.  Mark said that this needs to stay on the books for a while longer to complete the 3 year cycle.  4-0 vote.
Other business:  none
Executive Session:  M/m/s Justin/ Tom to enter Executive Session under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405 Subsection 6 for the purpose of discussion of Union Negotiations.  4-0 vote.

Justin declared the executive session over at 7:12P.M.  There was no action.
