Minutes:  M/M/S-Amy Pineau/Tom Goding to accept the minutes from the April 9 and May 7th meeting as presented-5-0.
Old Business: No discussion
Wright Pierce/Route 4 Project:  Mark reported to the Board that they are just about done with the first Phase of the project which started at the Town line to Pineau Street. We now are going to be designing the next phase going forward from Pineau Street to Tweedie Street.  On the “first leg” of the project we used Wright-Pierce Engineering Company.  We also have started the design of the “second leg” using Wright-Pierce and wanted to request that the Board use Wright-Pierce and sign a proposal for the preliminary service for the project to get us to the design phase.  There is a lot of work to be done.  The project is scheduled to start construction in 2014.  Total price not to exceed $3,800.00

Tom Goding asked if they have received any other prices for this.  Mark responded with “no I have not because it’s more or less continuous from the “first leg” of the project and we have had no problems and they also came in under price on the first part of the project.”

Flow Split/Jay/Livermore Falls Sewer:  Every year we update the Board on the Flow split with Livermore Falls to determine how much flow goes through the Livermore Falls Plant and  figure out what the maintenance cost will be to the Town of Jay. It came out as 54.0 % for the fiscal year 2012/2013 which was a slight decrease since last year which was 55.4%. The main reason is we have put a new flow meter in.  This flow is metered and is measured in an ongoing way.
M/M/S Amy/Tom to accept the flow rate for 2012/2013 fiscal year at 54.0 percent. 5-0.

Trevor Doiron/request for funds: Trevor Doiron is requesting donations from the Towns of Livermore Falls, Livermore and Jay in the amount of $50.00 to $75.00 for a Tri Town Community Garden Project.  This is a school project and all of the proceeds will go to the food pantry in Livermore Falls to benefit low income families in the area.  The Board asked if the other Towns were donating; Trevor stated Livermore Falls was but Livermore does not have a type of contingency or General Assistance fund but will look at putting this in their 2013 budget.
Chairman Steve McCourt suggested that Trevor get a hold of Ruth to be put on the donation list for next year.
M/M/S Amy/Tom to approve $75.00  to come out of the Selectmen’s contingency fund for the Tri Town Community Garden Project. 5-0. 
Jay Poulin/Condition of Quarry Road:  After much discussion, the Highway Department will sweep that end of the Quarry Road and the condition of the Quarry Road will be put on the next Road Committee agenda to discuss.
Purchase of Ford 550 for Highway Dept.   Recently the Town purchased a Ford 550 that had been in a fire a\with less than 150 miles.  We were able to determine that this truck had a great deal of usable equipment that can go on another truck of equal years and make/model.  The town now needs to purchase a Ford 550 for this equipment.  John will put the specs together and will propose that they get bids from Bailey Brothers, Farmington Ford and also Hight.  
M/M/S Tim/Amy to put out the specs and also to allow the Road committee to make the final decision on purchasing the truck.  5-0 vote.

Proposed purchase of tractor from O’Connnor:  After a lot of discussion about the tractor at the Recycling Station, M/M/S Tim/Amy to purchase the Mack from O’Connor Motors in Augusta.  This is the least expensive and the Highway seemed to be happy with the truck.  4-1-0 vote.  Justin opposed.

Excavator:  The excavator that we have has been assessed because it has some pump and mechanical problems.  Money has been budgeted in the reserve account for this.  John said that he didn’t want to ask dealers to come for demos if we are not serious.  This will be on the next agenda to decide on the purchase of the excavator.  John was told that he should tell them we are serious.
Update on recent paving prices: John reported the recent paving prices accepted by Wilton and was assured by Bruce Maniser that he would honor those prices for the Town of Jay. John also advised the Board to remember there is an escalation clause that we will have to consider when it is paving time.
Chief White/Discussion on Fire Department training (Secondary Response):  Larry White and Steve Smith addressed the Board on getting a secondary response license which is required by the State and also protects the Town.  This is only to assist until the Ambulance service arrives.  

Ruth asked how many do we have trained; Justin Merrill responded that there are 5-6 people trained, and another 10 or so with first response licenses but need to look into who needs to be recertified.
M/M/S Amy/Tom to allow Fire Department to go ahead with the Secondary Response Licensing. 
4-0-1 Justin Merrill abstained.
Updated on 24 Jewell Street:  Ruth updated the Board on 24 Jewell Street owned by (Rose Grimanis).  Ruth stated that Shiloh Lafreniere (Code Enforcement/Building Inspector) talked with Rose Grimanis who thought she could do a control burn.  The Fire Department has told her that she is not able to do this. She also has a few quotes to demolish of the building.  She is moving forward on this matter and knows what she has to do; this will be put back on the agenda for June 11th.  Larry (chief) said that there is asbestos in the building as well. 
Board of Appeals Appointment:  M/M/S-Amy/Justin to reappoint Lillian Sears and appoint Dan Finley to a 5 year term to the Board of Appeals.  5-0.
Other Business:  Ellen Levesque informed the Board what a good job the Highway Department did on the Claybrook Road but the big trucks are coming down that road  and wanted to know if they could post this Road at some point before it gets ruined.  Selectmen will look into posting this road.  She also stated that she had a concern about a farmer breaking down the edge of the road.  The shoulder of the road needs to be graded so there is not such a drop off.  This will be done to preserve the road.
Gary Henry lives on Pinewood Road and wants to know when this road will be redone and Stone Street.  This will be put on the Road Committees next agenda.
A citizen wanted to know if there is only one lane coming off the bridge.  The Board believes it is two when you get at the light but it’s a State road.

Dan Finley thanked John and his department for a good job on the roads.  Gil Barnaby stated that we have an excellent crew and you don’t see people standing around on these jobs.  John thanked him for the acknowledgement.
