SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

TOWN OF JAY

January 9, 2012--6:00 P.M.

Present:  Chairman Steve McCourt, Vice Chair Amy Pineau, Tom Goding, Tim DeMillo, Justin Merrill and Ruth Cushman, Town Manager.

Also present:  George Merrill, Ellen Levesque, Mary Howes, Pearl Cook, Gil Barnaby, Mark Holt, Cindy Bennett, Barry Matulaitis, Dave Jones, Jody Therrien, Yoland Gauvis, Steve Gettle. 
Chairman Steve McCourt opened the meeting at 6 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Hearing:  Special Entertainment Permit for Steppin’ Out- No public comment.  Hearing closed.  M/M/S Amy/Tom to approve the permit.  5-0 vote.
Public Hearing:  Sewer Rates-Mark Holt stated that some of the sewer fees were capped last year so that they would not more than double.  That will not happen this year.  Jody Therrien stated that he would like to see it more on the taxpayers because IP would then pay some of the bill.  There was discussion about the per unit fee.  The selectmen felt that it was not a good idea to bump that up.  Chairman McCourt closed the hearing at 6:20.  

Vote on Sewer Rates:  M/M/S Amy/Tom to set the sewer rate at $.06 per cubic foot after the 3,200 minimum with the same $250 minimum fee.  5-0 vote.
Minutes:  M/M/S Tim/Tom to accept the minutes of December 12, 2011 as presented. 5-0 vote.

Old Business:  24 Jewell Street-Ruth passed out an email that Shiloh had sent to Ruth about the building.  Cindy Bennett wanted to know how much time we are going to give them.  Gil Barnaby stated that there are 2 stringers a long way apart and those boards are being held down by a tire.  He stated that they are not nailed.  Steve said that this would be put on the next agenda and reviewed but that the Selectmen had stated as long as there was action within 30 days they would not be in violation.
Baler Update:  The baler sold to the highest bidder for $2,500.  The minimum bid was $1,200.

Masterman Road:  Pearl wanted to know if we are going to do any work on that.  We are not going to pave it as it is not part of the plan but there are plans to work on the road.

Route 4 construction:  People asked questions about the road and when they would be working on it again as there is quite sag at the bottom of Jewell Street.
Sewer Abatements:  M/M/S  Justin/Tom to deny the abatements of Richard Cottle and Wayne Whittemore on the basis of the lot or building being vacant.  5-0 vote.  
They can cap their service if they want to in the presence of a sewer department worker if they don’t wish to pay the minimum.  However if they do that there is a chance that they will not be able to reconnect.
M/M/S Justin/Tom to approve Paul Pomerleau’s abatement for $313.04 and F Is In for $592.50 and to deny Jennifer Smiths.  5-0 vote.

Steve Gettle-contract extension:  Steve G. gave the Selectmen a report on the progress at the Rec Lot.  (Attached)  He said that the recycling lot is frozen so Ridley will be going there as of Feb. 1st for the wood harvest.  There was discussion about the way the lot was marked and Steve M. stated that he felt this needed to be marked and cut harder.  Steve G. also stated that there was cutting across our line and that it was not extensive.  
M/M/S Amy/Tom to sign the intent to harvest form and to extend the contract with Mr. Gettle until Sept. 30, 2012.  5-0 vote.

Striping Hyde Road:  Selectmen took no action on this item as they felt it was not necessary after Ruth had a discussion with school bus drivers.
Contract Addendum/Waste Management:  M/M/S Amy/Tom to executive the addendum.  5-0 vote.
Discussion on Town Office Hours:  Steve stated that with the crime that is happening out there having just one person on duty from 4-5 in the evening is a dangerous situation.  Ruth stated that the Police Chief also recommended that one person not work alone.  Ellen said that sometimes it is inconvenient for people to get in but was reminded of the services that are available on line now.  
M/M/S Amy/Tom to be open 8 Am to 4 PM on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday and from 8 AM to 5 PM on Thursday.  5-0 vote.
Other Business:  

Otis Street:  complaints were made about 3-4 vehicles a day going the wrong way and also leaving cars parked on the road overnight where there are signs saying no parking.

School Busses:  Pearl stated that she saw school busses gassing up at the highway department.  Ruth stated that they have been ever since they consolidated and before. Dr. Wall is contemplating having his own fuel island.
Gil Barnaby wanted to know how the single sort recycling was going.  There was discussion about this and a member of the audience wanted to know if the hours could be posted on the sign out front when there is a double route day after a holiday.

A resident stated that he felt that not enough sand and too much salt was being used on Otis Street.
Tim stated that he would like to see more patrols over at the Ski Slope.  There was discussion about who is responsible for those and Ruth said that Jay is.
Executive Session: M/m/s Amy/Tom to enter executive session  under M.R.S.A. Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405, Subsection 6  for a pending legal issue and a personnel issue.  5-0 vote
Chairman McCourt declared the executive session over at 8:25 PM.

M/M/S Steve/Tim to adjourn with no action taken.  5-0 vote
