SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES
February 13, 2012--6:00 P.M.

Present:  Chairman Steve McCourt, Vice Chair Amy Pineau, Tom Goding, Tim DeMillo, Justin Merrill and Ruth Cushman, Town Manager.

Also present:  Gil Barnaby, Mark Holt, Cindy Bennett, James Butler, Tim Toothaker, Shiloh LaFreniere, John Johnson, Donna Perry, Dan Finley, Richard Rush, Larry White, and Todd Hiscock.
Chairman McCourt opened the meeting at 6 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes:  M/M/S   Amy/Tom to approve the minutes as presented.  5-0 vote.

Old Business: No Old Business
Dangerous Building Located at 346 Franklin Road: Shiloh stated that she has spoken to Nationstar Mortgage and that she was referred to the Property Maintenance Division but has been unable to talk with anyone in that department.  The Doors have been locked but the roof is still open.  She will continue to try and contact them.
24 Jewell Street:  Chairman McCourt read a letter from the property owner Rose Grimanis.  (Attached) Shiloh stated that her directive was to take no action if they were making progress. Cindy Bennett stated that this has been going on for a year and that there has been debris surrounding the building and it has been dangerous for months. James Butler wanted to know if they had been sent letters and Shiloh responded that they have been. Shiloh also stated that the Fire Marshall’s office has been contacted and asked to come and do a follow up.  

James Butler stated that the roof was unsafe and that someone will get killed if the Selectmen don’t do something. Shiloh agreed that she felt the building was dangerous. There was discussion about the process for action under the State’s dangerous buildings law and James wanted to know why these issues were taken on a case by case instead of just letting the code officer do her job.  Shiloh informed the group that under Title 17 it has to be a case by case basis and that the Selectmen have to be involved in the process.  Steve McCourt stated that he is concerned about this property being rented out.
M/M/S Amy/Tom to move forward with notifying the owners of 24 Jewell Street that they will be having a public hearing under Title 17 Dangerous Building and inquire if they will allow an inspection.  5-0 vote.

Interlocal Agreement:  This is an agreement among the highway departments in Jay, Livermore Falls and Wilton.  This is working well.  The other two towns have already signed the agreement.  M/M/S Justin/Tom to give Ruth permission to sign.  5-0 vote.
Draft Sub-division Ordinance:  There was minor discussion on the changes to the Sub-division ordinance but the selectmen said this was ready for the town meeting warrant.
Draft Administrative Building Code Ordinance:  Shiloh went over some of the options that we have.  We have put in the Administrative Ordinance draft that builders would have 3rd party inspectors.  James Butler stated that the town should have its own inspector.  He said that with an appointed inspector they would do the inspections in a timely manner.  
Tim DeMillo asked what they do in Livermore Falls.  James stated that he would not speak in that capacity without the Town Manager’s permission.  Donna Perry did state that there is a building notification permit required in Livermore Falls.

The Selectmen have asked Shiloh to bring back information on the cost of third party inspections.  This is going to be on the next agenda.

Draft PACE Ordinance:  This is a program so that residents of Jay are able to participate in an Efficiency Maine loan program.  Ok to put on the warrant.
East Jay Pit:  The Selectmen looked at the survey and decided that they would not approach the town to sell this land right now.
Budget Committee Appointment:  James Butler has requested a seat on the Budget committee. Motion made by Amy that even though she has concerns she would move to appoint James to the budget committee.  Motion failed for lack of a second.
Tank Truck Options:   Mark passed out information on the tanker.  (attached)  He is to bring back further information at the first meeting in March.
Other Business:  John stated that he will be posting roads in the next couple of weeks.
Gil Barnaby asked about the work on Free Street this summer.  He asked about the Livermore Falls end of the street and was told that he should contact Livermore Falls about what they are going to do.

Cindy Bennett inquired about the part time position in the town office.  Ruth stated that the worker that left was offered the position as part time and had turned it down.

James Butler told the Selectmen that he was disappointed that they did not appoint him as a Budget committee member.  He told them that they had obviously been coached.  Amy told him that she had not been coached and was offended to think that.  Tom stated that he had not been coached.  James said that he would apologize if this was not true. James then stated that he had called Steve McCourt and was very offended because he never got a phone call back.  

James told the selectmen that they should not believe all they are told.  He felt that the Town Manager should be investigated.

Executive Session:  M/M/S Amy/Tim to go into Executive Session under MRSA Title 1, Chapter 13, Section 405, Subsection 6 for the purpose of discussing the part time finance position.  5-0 vote

Chairman McCourt declared the executive session over at 8:44 P.M. with no action taken.
