Present:  Steve McCourt, Chairman; Justin Merrill, Vice Chair; Pearl Cook, Tim DeMillo and Thomas Goding, Selectpersons and Ruth Cushman, Town Manager.

Also Present:  Chief Larry White, Shiloh Ring, Al Landry, John Johnson, Mary Howes, and Barry Matulaitis.
Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman McCourt opened the meeting at 6 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes:  M/m/s  Tim/Tom to accept the minutes of August 13, 2012 as presented.  5-0 vote.
Old Business:  none
Shiloh-Building setback notification etc.:  Shiloh presented an information sheet that people who are building in Jay could use as a resource.  This information is available on the web site.  A third party inspector was concerned that they would have the responsibility of land use issues.  Shiloh suggested that they put a disclaimer on their contract that informs the builder or property owner of their responsibility to do these things.
Road Naming-Annette’s Way:  M/m/s Tim/Tom to name the private road Annette’s Way.  5-0 vote.
 Fire Department By-law changes:  There were very few changes with the exception of the length of the term of the officers and the probationary period.  Pearl asked for clarification on the qualifications and experience which the Chief explained.  M/m/s Pearl/Tom.  4-0-1 vote.  (Justin abstained)
Bidding Policy:  Ruth explained that she has been getting some negative feedback about the bids on the last Police Vehicle Purchase and in the interest of consistency she has drafted an RFP, RFQ and Bidding Policy Draft.  There was extensive discussion on this.  Under #5 there was discussion on the “local advantage” and it was set at 2% in the draft.  M/m/s Tom/Justin to adopt the policy with a change to the local advantage from 2% to 5%.  4-1 vote.  
Tax Commitment:  Ruth presented 3 choices for the tax rate.  It was noted that the tax rate would have stayed the same except the school commitment went up over $700,000.M/m/s Tom/Justin to set the rate at $13.75 per thousand dollars of valuation.  5-0 vote.
Senate Redistricting:  Ruth stated that she would like to start the process of trying to get Jay in the Franklin County Senate District.  Selectmen all agreed that this would be a good idea.
Fund Balance Policy:  m/m/s Justin Pearl to accept as written.  5-0 vote.  (Attached)
Pump Station #1 Force Main Replacement:  Removed from agenda
Intersection of Macomber & Woodman:  There was discussion about this intersection.  John explained that the State DOT has been up there and new signs have been erected but property owners do not want the bushes and trees cut back.
Other Business:  Steve stated that there would be no Selectmen’s Meeting on October 8th.
Executive Session:  M/m/s Justin/Tom to go into executive session under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405 Subsection 6  for the purposes of a Poverty Abatement and Union Negotiations.   5-0 Vote.
Chairman McCourt declared the Executive Session over at 8:17 P.M.       

M/m/s to grant a poverty abatement in the amount of $701.41 for taxes and sewer for the oldest bill.  5-0 vote.
