Public Hearing on Steppin’ Out.  No comments and the hearing closed at 6:02 P.M.   M/m/s Justin/Tom to grant the permit.  4-0-0 vote 
Chair McCourt opened the meeting at 6:05 P.M. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Budget Committee Appointments:  M/m/s Tim/Justin to appoint April Hartford, Charles Riekert, Vickie Braley and Ricky Merrill to the Budget Committee for 2 years.  5-0 vote.

Minutes: Mm/m/s Tim/Justin to accept the minutes of the November 26, 2012 meeting.  5-0 vote.

Next two items on the agenda were passed over due to absence of those requesting a chance to speak.

Chief White was there to discuss the painting job that needs to be done on the E One.  This will be done with a partial warrant payment.  The town would have to pay 24% or $2,160.  M/m/s Tim/Tom to accept the Greenwood proposal of $2,160.  4-0-1 vote with Justin abstaining.

Randy Easter/Recreation request:  Randy stated that he has a vision of many trails on the recreation lot.  There would be dedicated trails to snowmobiling, snowshoeing and cross country skiing.  Randy would be the trail master.  He asked for funds from the Recreation Reserve Account (Tower Fund).
M/m/s Justin/Tom to spend up to $6,000 from the Tower Fund for a Tidd Groomer 6Z-4 from Tidd.  5-0 vote.

M/m/s Justin/Tom to appropriate up to $12,000 for the purchase of a Ski Doo Scandic for the grooming of the trails.  This may be used or new.  5-0 vote.

Jay village Water District Trustee:  This item had been tabled from the last meeting.  Ruth explained that Greg Libby’s name had been put forth at the last meeting and that Darren Roundy has submitted a letter requesting consideration.  M/m/s Justin/Pearl to appoint Darren Roundy.  5-0 vote.

Other Business

Gas Pipe Line:  there will be a meeting of the people interested in having a gas pipe line on Thursday at the Wilton town office.  Ruth will attend.
There was a discussion on the property near the Monkey Bridge.  Steve read a memo that Shiloh had prepared.

Executive Session: M/m/s Justin/Tim to go into executive session under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405 Subsection 6  for the purposes of 2 personnel  issues and union arbitration.   5-0 vote.  Ruth stated that there would probably be action after the session.

Chairman McCourt declared the executive session over at 8:49 PM.

M/m/s Tim/Tom to extend the Town Manager contract for 1 year with a 1 ½% raise.  5-0 vote.

M/m/s Justin/Tim to adjourn.  5-0 vote.
