Public Hearings: Chair Steve McCourt opened the Public Hearing at 6:02 P.M. for the purpose to Amendment to the Traffic Ordinance. After some discussion Chair Steve McCourt closed the Public Hearing at 6:10 P.M.

M/M/S-Pearl/Tom to amend the Traffic Ordinance as follow:  Church Street shall be a one-way street in a westerly direction from Horan Street to Main Street each Saturday from 3:30 P.M. to 5:30 P.M. and Sunday from 8:00 A.M. to 10:00 A.M. 5-0-0 vote. 

Minutes: M/M/S-Tim/Tom to accept the minutes as written from June 23, 2013 meeting 5-0-0 vote.  

Old Business: Vice Chair Justin Merrill informed the board that the home on Church Street is down and leveled off.

Discussion on By-laws/Administrative Ordinance:  Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that the Administration Ordinance and the By-laws of the Selectperson are in conflict and we need to rescind the By-laws until the Administrative Ordinance is revised and immediately set up the Ordinance Review Committee to work on this.

M/M/S-Tim/Tom to suspend the By-laws until the Administration Ordinance is revised and to instruct the two committee members to work on this right away 5-0-0 vote.

Friends Together/Intro to Community: No one showed up.

Action on Street Lights: There was some discussion from the last meeting about turning off some of the street lights to see if this would save money for the tax payers. Town Manager brought information to the board on this and after some discussion the Board decides to leave as is.  The Police and the Highway Department already keep their eye on this and that the savings would be very little see attachment*

Chair Steve McCourt stated that they would have to decide soon who would be on the hiring committee for the Town Manager’s Position.  After much discussion about the pros and cons of having people other than board members on the committee the consensus was to have this be a board function.
