
SELECT BOARD MINUTES
NOVEMBER 25, 2013 6:00 P.M.

Present:  Chair Steve McCourt, Vice Chair Justin Merrill, Tom Goding, Tim DeMillo, Pearl Cook and Town Manager Ruth Cushman.

Also Present:    Donna Perry (Sun Journal), Al Landry, John Johnson, Shiloh Lafreniere, Lisa Bryant, Peggy Walsh, and Christopher Walsh.

Pledge of Allegiance: 6:00 P.M.

Public Hearing/Special Entertainment and Liquor License/Walsh Family Tree of Jay:  Chair Steve McCourt opened the Public Hearing at 6:02 P.M. for the purpose of special entertainment permit and liquor license for the Walsh Family Tree of Jay.  After some discussion, Chair Steve McCourt closed the Public Hearing at 6:15 P.M.

M/M/S-Justin/Tom to grant the special entertainment permit and a liquor license to the Walsh Family Tree of Jay 5-0-0 vote.

Minutes: M/M/S-Pearl/Tom to accept the minutes as written from October 28th, meeting 5-0-0 vote.  

Old Business:  Pearl asked if the Corner lot on Rte. 17 was still for sale in North Jay; Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated no not that she knows of. This is the Frank Keene lot.

John Johnson stated the new gas tanks went functional today at the Highway Department and they seem to work fine. Johnson also stated Tony did a good job and we now can get gas and diesel there. 

Ruth asked what the status was with Parker Pond. Steve stated that Justin and he have not been there yet but will get there soon and bring back an update.

Steve asked Tom if he had a chance to get back to the snowmobile club building to put the springs on. Tom stated, no not yet. Steve said he will help him and thanked Tom and his crew for their work, it looks very nice.  Pearl also stated that Randy Easter was very pleased with the building.

Renewal of Mission Statement: This is all part of our safety program it is done annually. 

M/M/S-Pearl/Tom to accept the renewal of the Mission Statement as written 5-0-0 vote.

Discussion on Double Route Days for Transfer:  Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated the weeks that we have holidays which is seven times a year the Transfer Station has to do a double run. The crew is smaller at the Transfer Station and several of the double route days happen in the winter.  The Highway Department fills in and will not be able to do that if it snows on those days, also a part time man that we used to work has taken a full time job.  Cushman asked the Board, do you want to eliminate the double route and have citizens bring their own trash to the Transfer Station or hold them till the following week? Chair Steve McCourt would like to keep the summer ones and eliminate the others as you don’t want trash sitting around in the heat in the summer.  Cushman feels that would be confusing and people would be calling.  

M/M/S Tim/Tom to eliminate the double route pickup days at the Transfer Station 5-0-0 vote.

Clint Brooks Resignation from School Board: Clint Brooks has resigned from the School Board. 

M/M/S Pearl/Tom to accept Clint Brooks’ resignation from the school board with regret 5-0-0 vote.

Town Manager stated that we have had one call since we put an ad in the paper and that was Kathy McAninch.  Al Landry mentioned that Joel Pike was thinking about it. The person would fill in until June as this is an elected official.

M/M/S-Pearl/Tom to appoint Kathy McAninch to the School Board 5-0-0 vote.

Audit Bid Review and Award:  Lisa Bryant (Finance Director) reviewed proposal bids for audit services for the years 2014, 2015 and 2016.   There were twelve firms that responded; two declined because their client list was full. We also had three that were returned to the office as undeliverable, so we ended up with ten proposals. 
Lisa’s recommendation is to stay with RHR Smith and her second choice would be Smith & Associates.  Although these are not the lowest bids not all of the firms are equal in governmental/quasi-governmental experience. See Attachment*
Lisa stated that RHR Smith has been excellent and with us for sixteen years, there are no hidden or over-and-above charges (they provide GASB34 reporting, for instance, at no extra charge.)  I believe their knowledge of the town makes them the best candidate in terms of continuity, efficiency, and timeliness. Town Manager Ruth Cushman supports Lisa’s recommendation. The Board thanks Lisa.

M/M/S-Justin/Tom to accept the proposal from RHR Smith and company for the next three years 5-0-0 vote.  

Donation Request/the Spirit of the Season Committee: We get this request every year it’s for boots and coats for kids in Jay, Livermore Falls and Livermore.  We have told them they must request funds during town meeting budget process but we allowed them to do this last year.
