SELECT BOARD MINUTES

APRIL 8, 2013
6:00 P.M.

Present:  Chair Steve McCourt, Vice Chair Justin Merrill, Tom Goding, Tim DeMillo, Pearl Cook and Town Manager Ruth Cushman.

Pledge of Allegiance: 6:00 P.M.
Minutes: M/M/S Pearl/Tom to accept the minutes as written from March 25, 2013 meeting 5-0-0 vote.

Old Business: George Doiron asked the Board if there was anything that could be done to prevent a trailer or trailer park at 39 Church Street. The building that was located there burned.  Town Manager Ruth Cushman stated that an ordinance with zoning would need to be passed. This has been turned down in previous elections. The two ways that this could be done is the Selectboard could direct the Ordinance Review Committee to create an ordinance that has zoning, or a citizen can get a petition and write an ordinance that complies with the State Statue, bring it to the board with the number of signature that equals ten percent of the people that voted in the last gubernatorial election. It would then be put on the town meeting warrant; it would not make this year’s June election due to the timeline. 
Ruth suggested to George that he be put on the next Selectboard Agenda so that the public would know it’s going to be discussed on which way this should go. Ruth will also talk with the Code Enforcement Officer about this.
John Johnson updated the Board about the RTE 4 project. D.O.T. (Department Of Transportation) is reconstructing from Pineau Street to Tweetie Street.  John stated that there have been two Public Hearings on this. John has a copy of the draft plan that shows fourteen hundred feet of new guardrail going in with nine hundred feet of that going behind the sidewalks; this means sidewalk plowing will go to snow removal which is a big change in the mechanism for taking care of the snow. 
There was conversation in the first public hearing about lowering the road in front of the Credit Union, but now in the plans it shows that they are raising it eight inches. John wanted to know if the Board was going to talk to D.O.T. about some of these issues. Ruth recommended that the Board give her and John permission to speak to D.O.T on behalf of the Town.
M/M/S-Justin/Tom to allow Ruth and John to speak to D.O.T. on behalf of the Town on the Route 4 project from Pineau Street to Tweetie Street.   5-0-0 vote.
Spruce Mountain Ski Club Donation Request:  

M/M/S- Tim/Tom to appropriate $1,000.00 from the tower lot reserve account contingent on Livermore and Livermore Falls appropriating funds for this purpose. 5-0-0 vote.
Mechanic Line in Budgets:  Chair Steve McCourt stated that there was some concern with the Mechanic line budget. Some of the departments have bought new vehicles and some departments have fewer vehicles, so why are we contributing to the Mechanic Line budget with these different changes.   John Johnson replied that this is an inadequate name for this budget line and it should be name Public Works Services.  The Mechanics do more than just vehicles, they plow, snow blow, put flag poles up and do various other jobs for every department in the town.  John spoke about how the school used their services when they were a department of the town also.  Pearl thanked John for the clarification and the description of services will be changed in the next budget.
Discussion on Map 3 Lot 28:  See Attachment*

The Board asked Steve Gettle to walk the Towns property behind Hannaford.  Gettle told the Board that there are thirty four aces of harvestable land that needs to be thinned with several different types of wood, including oak which Gettle recommends we leave to grow. The Board had talked about making an industrial park year ago but the lot was too wet and didn’t meet Maine Department of Environmental Protection guidelines as well as meeting the standards for a road.  Gettle also stated that there is fifty cords on some of the acres which is high.   Mosquito Brook runs through the property so there will be easy wood to get to on the front of the lot and more difficult wood to get to as the brook is about twenty five feet across. Gettle recommends that they don’t just cut the easy side that they cut both. 
M/M/S-Tim/Tom to put the Hannaford lot out to bid and hire Steve Gettle to mark it and prepare the package bids.  5-0-0 vote.
Steve Gettle also informed the Board that the Pine Tree Robotics Team that the town supported received two awards, the safety and the judges’ award.  They came in seventh place out of thirty eight which was great.

The Board thanked Steve.
Flow Split Vote: See attachment*

The procedure for determining the operating and maintenance cost to each Town is explained in the Livermore Falls and Jay agreement.  The agreement states that flow will be monitored at the Treatment Plant, Route 4 flow meter, Route 133 flow meter and water meter readings for properties on Free and Knapp Streets that don’t flow thru one of the sewerage metering stations.  All of the flow values are entered into an elaborate formula to determine the percentage each town will pay.  Based on the 11 months of available flow data, Jay’s average flow thru the Livermore Falls Waste Water Treatment Facility was 53.3%. Therefore Jay should pay 53.3 % of the operating and maintenance cost for fiscal year 2013/2014.  Mark stated that this was down from last year which was 54 %.
M/M/S Tim/Tom to accept the 53.3% operating and maintenance cost for fiscal year 2013-2014.  5-0-0 vote.
Certify Fireworks Ordinance to Clerk: See Attachment*

 M/M/S Pearl/Tom to certify to the clerk the Fireworks Ordinance which will be placed on the Annual Town meeting warrant.   5-0-0 vote.
Other Business:  M/M/S Justin/Tom to give Ruth permission to open bids and award the bids to the highest bidder for the tax acquired properties.  This is due to voting taking place the day after the next scheduled meeting and we will not be able to use the meeting room.  5-0-0 vote
The April 22, 2013 meeting is canceled due to school voting here on the 23rd.

Road Committee meeting April 17th at 8:00 A.M. moved to the Mill Street Café due to Town’s Auditors here.

General Assembly April 24th at Mill Street Café.
Kent Mitchell lost his certification as a Licensed Plumbing Inspector due to not enough credits. Richard Marble said he would do it in the interim.

M/M/S Justin/Tom to appoint Richard Marble as interim Local License Plumbing Inspector until Kent Mitchell attains his certification again.  5-0-0 vote.
