June 9, 2014 
6:00 P.M.

Minutes:  M/M/S-Tim/Tom to accept the May 12th minutes as written 5-0-0 vote.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Old Business: Shiloh updated the Board on the Summer Recreation Program. She stated that she, Tim and Justin had gone to the School Board meeting in support of Kristal Flagg’s request that the Town’s not be charged $3,000 for the use of the Livermore Falls facilities. The School Board voted to waive the fee. See Attachment*

Credit Card Acceptance:  The Town Office started accepting credit cards on May 28th.  The fees are $3.95 for Visa Debit only and 2.95% for MasterCard credit/debit and Visa and Discover credit. They are processing approximately 2 to 3 card transactions a day.

Street Light Committee Update: The Street Light Committee met and reviewed the process of cutting back on the number of street lights to save money. Tasha Raymond from CMP attended to help the Committee with the process. The Committee has split into teams to review the lights and determine which ones can be removed.

ATV update: Board member Tim DeMillo and Elise Despres (resident from Canton) discussed the ATV trail that runs from Alden Hill Road in Jay into Canton. Elise is concerned that there are many ATV’s on this road and that it’s dangerous and illegal. Alden Hill Road in Jay is not a designated ATV trail. In Canton the road is the trail and there is signage. In Jay there are no signs directing riders to the correct trail so they go up the road. Elise has requested that the ATV club put up signs so that the trail is clearly marked. Shiloh had spoken to Bob Dalot about this and he said that the road is not an official trail. He saw a couple of side by sides using the road and asked them why they were not using the trail. They told him that the trees and brush hang down to far on the trail so they can’t get through it or it damages the tops of the machines. Bob said he didn’t realize this and would get that looked at and get signs put up to mark the trail. The Board asked Shiloh to contact Bob Dalot (ATV club), Brian Bronson (DOC) and the Police Department to have them attend the next meeting and see if this issue can be resolved. Elise Despres will also attend. The Board expressed concern that this issue had been brought up each year and does not seem to get taken care of.

SBA Tower Rental - Lease Buyout Offer: See Attachment* SBA Communications offered the Town a lump sum payment of $141,000 for either a perpetual easement or a 99-year term easement. The Town currently receives a base fee of $793.50/month plus $100/month for additional carriers. The money goes to the Recreational Reserve Funds.  After some discussion the Board chose to stay with the agreement currently in place.
Maine Department of Transportation - Utility Agreement Route 4 Project: Mark Holt discussed the Maine DOT Utility Agreement between the State and the Town. Mark stated that this is similar to what was signed at the beginning of the Rt. 4 project with a few things added but that the additions are State law so they are acceptable. He pointed out that the Town is also required to notify all the abutters of the project that they cannot excavate within the project area for 5 years following the project. Mark stated that DOT plans to bid out the project in August and award it in September. Work on overhead utilities will begin in the fall and ground work will follow in the spring of 2015.

M/M/S-Tim/Tom to authorize Shiloh to sign the agreement with DOT 5-0-0 vote.

Certify Administrative Ordinance Amendment for June 23 Special Town Meeting: Shiloh informed the Board that this amendment needs to be certified so Ronda can post for a Special Town meeting on re-establishing the interest rate to be paid on abatement overpayments. Shiloh explained that she believed this was deleted in error in 2007 and when she realized it, it was too late to be put it on the June Town Meeting ballot. 

M/M/S-Justin/Tom to certify the Administrative Ordinance Amendment 5-0-0 vote.

Other Business:   Mary Howes updated the Board on how many people visited the North Jay White Granite Park last year. In October, the Jay elementary school sent 80 students there. Also people from 36 states and 7 different countries visited. Mary stated that OP4G is a non-profit fundraiser that provides recurring donations. Information on this can be found on the North Jay White Granite Park facebook page. Donors sign up to complete surveys that are sent to them and the money that the donors earn can be sent to the non-profit. A minimum of 25% of each member’s activity earnings are donated to the non-profit of their choice. Registration is free and donor participation in surveys will help the park. The Board thanked Mary for the update.

Bob and Glenda DiPompo approached the Board on getting fill for their property. Code Enforcement Officer Ronda Palmer told the DiPompos that because it is in a wetland area, they need to follow DEP guidelines. A field examiner has visited the site and requested that they have a wetland delineation done. The area is also located in the flood plain, which is regulated by the Planning Board, and Ronda suggested that they have that area mapped as well. The Board encouraged the DiPompo’s to continue working with Ronda and the DEP.
