Public Hearing:  VFW Special Entertainment Permit: Chair Steve McCourt opened the Public Hearing at 6:05 P.M. for the purpose of a Special Entertainment permit for VFW.  After no discussion, Chair Steve McCourt closed the Public Hearing at 6:10 P.M.

M/M/S-Tim/Tom to sign the Special Entertainment Permit for the VFW 4-0-0 vote.

Approval of minutes:  M/M/S-Tim/Tom to accept the April 29th minutes as written 4-0-0 vote.

Old Business: Steve McCourt updated the Board with information Shiloh provided on questions asked at the last meeting.  

Channel 7 has had computer issues and has ordered new computers.  In the next week or two it should be back up. Their new location is at the Spruce Mtn. High School next to the computer lab. 

On the Summer Recreation program, Kristal Flagg (Livermore Falls) is waiting on an agreement from Dr. Wall. She will get a copy to the Town once she receives it.

Chair Steve McCourt stated that there was some confusion on where to enter to vote down at the Community Center. Ronda will get more voting signs before the June election to help identify the entrances more clearly.

The Town’s team from Oregon and Canada will be on site May 13th to begin working on the mill revaluation.

Selectperson Tim DeMillo stated that a citizen approached him with a concern that the ATV trail on the Jay side of Alden Hill Road is not marked. There are signs on the Canton side but none on the Jay side. Shiloh will get information and bring back to the next meeting.

Re-Appointment: Beth Wright to Board of Appeals:  M/M/S-Tim/Tom to reappoint Beth Wright to a 5 year term to the Board of Appeals 4-0-0 vote.

Policy Renewal Treasurer’s Disbursement: *See Attachment This policy needs to be adopted every year so that the Treasurer can release paychecks on Wednesday as long as we have one signature on the warrant. This assures that paychecks will not be withheld if there aren’t three signatures yet.

Meeting on May 26th is Memorial Day: The Board decided to cancel this meeting. If something comes up that needs to be addressed they will have a meeting on Tuesday otherwise the next meeting will be scheduled for June 9th. 

Other Business:  Mike Booker informed the Board that some of the firefighters took part in a training that was conducted by Maryland-based, Traditions Training LLC.  The class was two days long. The first day was eight hours of lecture on twenty five rules to stay alive. The second day was an intense obstacle course done at the Otis Mill. The firefighters had to use their self-contained breathing apparatus in a simulated, dark, smoked filled room. The Franklin County Firefighters funded most of the cost and each firefighter had to pay fifty dollars. Mike stated that it is top notch training and if the Fire Department had to kick in money in the future it would be worth it.  The Board thanked Mike for the information.
