Tax Commitment
Town Assessor Paul Binette, of O’Donnell & Associates, was present to offer three Tax Rate options for the 2014-2015 tax year.  The rates are as follows:

(1) Net to be raised by local property tax rate = $14,129,808.00
With a tax rate of 15.6 per $1000 in property value.

(2) Net to be raised by local property tax rate = $14,135,176.00
With a tax rate of 15.7 per $1000 in property value.

(3) Net to be raised by local property tax rate = $14,137,860.00
With a tax rate of 15.75 per $1000 in property value.

Questions and concerns from both Board members and Jay residents were addressed.   To better understand the assessing processes used by O’Donnell & Associates, Paul explained line for line, each figure and its calculation.  

When questioned about the property revaluation of the Verso Paper Mill, Town Manager Shiloh LaFreniere affirmed that the increased tax rate is necessary to offset the anticipated loss of tax dollars to the Town of Jay from Verso this year.  




Chairman of the Board, Steve McCourt, added that the Town has already set each department’s budget at the bare minimum during this year’s budgetary process.  Any additional cuts will have to come from labor costs.  

Steve McCourt moved to set the mil rate at 15.6 per $1000 in property value.  Motion failed.

M/M/S Tim DeMillo, Tom Goding to set the mil rate at 15.75 per $1000 in property value.   Steve McCourt opposed.  4-1-0

M/M/S Justin Merrill, Tom Goding to adjourn at 5:07 PM. 5-0-0
