Minutes:  M/M/S- Bergeron/Goding to accept as written, the minutes of the November 11th Select Board Meeting.  Vote 4-0-0

Old Business-Mark Bickford (Snowmobile Club) informed the Selectboard that since they chose not to disburse the requested $5,000 from the Recreation fund but to put it on as a donation request for Town Meeting, the club respectfully asked not to be on the April town ballot. They cited the increase in taxes over the last two years, people losing their jobs at the Transfer Station and Verso Paper and stated that they did not wish to add to the taxes. The Selectboard thanked him. *See Attachment

Select Chair Justin stated that he, Tim, Shiloh and Chief Booker met with Livermore Falls (2 Selectpersons, Town Manager and Fire Chief) for a meeting. They are discussing possibly pursuing the long term joint use of Station #2 for both departments. The majority of our downtown and their downtown population and the location of the station suits itself to fit the needs for both communities as there have been two empty bays for a couple of years. The group is looking for opinions as they feel it would help both towns as neither one can afford building a new station. The citizens wanted to know what LF is paying. Justin stated, for this year they are paying the heating for the building and half the water bill. The group has not gotten into the details of the possible joint use but just wanted to get initial thoughts and make sure everyone was in agreement to look into it.

M/M/S-Bergeron/Goding to accept Anthony Violette’s bid of $1000.00 for the Transfer Stations cruiser to be paid within 10 business days. If not paid the Town will go to the next bid. 4-0-0 vote

Route 4 Bond Interim Financing Extension Resolution: Mark Holt (Sewer Supt.) updated the Selectboard. The Town had arranged interim financing through Androscoggin Savings Bank for a period of two years.  The two year loan for $867,675 is scheduled to end December 31, 2015.  Because the ME DOT Main Street Project started approximately 1 year later than anticipated, construction will continue approximately 1 year later and is now scheduled to be completed by December 31, 2016. Because the project’s start & completion dates were set back by ME DOT from what the Town was originally told in 2012-13, the Town now needs to extend its interim financing period beyond the anticipated project completion date of 12/31/16.  The Town has been working with Androscoggin Bank and Bond Council to extend the date of the interim finance period to February 28, 2017. The interest rate of the original interim finance loan was 1.14% and the new interest rate on the interim finance loan will be 1.56% from 12/31/15 through 2/28/17.  *See attachment

M/M/S Bergeron/Goding to approve the interim financing resolution bond for $867,675 from 12/31/15 to 02/28/17 4-0-0 vote.

Retail Development Proposal (Buxton)-Discussion:  Town Manager Shiloh stated that she, Justin and Tom along with representatives from Farmington, Wilton, Livermore Falls and Greater Franklin Development met with Buxton group to discuss their retail recruitment package. Buxton group gathers data and tools that can be used to match locations with retailers. They also help make connections to facilitate attracting companies to the area. The price for this service is expensive at $50,000 a year. They approached Farmington first but it was too expensive for Farmington alone so they brought in Wilton, Jay and Livermore Falls. Typically Buxton doesn’t do this, if they add on communities it would be $35,000 for each additional. They said all the towns data has the same profile though so they were willing to do this at no additional charge. Greater Franklin doesn’t have the data that Buxton does. Each town will be discussing this with their Board to determine if there is interest in moving forward with this. The Board was interested in having another meeting to discuss this possibility.

Other Business: Selectboard and School Board will meet December 1.
