February 23, 2015

Pledge of Allegiance: 6:00 P.M.
Public Hearing: Special Entertainment Mill Street Café: Chair Steve McCourt opened the Public Hearing at 6:01 P.M. for the purpose of discussing a new Special Entertainment Permit for the Mill Street Café (due to change in ownership). Steve stated that the Police have had no problems, after no comments Steve closed the meeting 6:05 P.M.
M/M/S-Pearl/Tom to grant the new Special Entertainment Permit to the Mill Street Café 5-0-0 vote.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Town Manager Shiloh LaFreniere discussed with the Board how they would like to handle future liquor license applications. She stated that the Town of Livermore was dealing with this issue and it brought some questions to light. The applicant in Livermore listed some, but not all, charges against him on the application. Since some members of the Board knew there were other charges, they had a background check completed. Shiloh questioned whether the Board wanted to conduct background checks on new owners or to continue the way they have been, which is to confer with the Police Department. If a background check were done and the Board found concerns, they could deny the license. The Board felt that new applications should have a background check but that renewals could continue with simply conferring with the PD. Shiloh will check to see if there is a fee to do background checks and what the process would entail.
Public Hearing: Liquor License for Mill Street Café: Chair Steve McCourt opened the Public Hearing at 6:12 P.M. for the purpose of discussing a new Liquor License for the Mill Street Café. Steve stated that the Police have had no problems, after no comments Steve closed the meeting 6:14 P.M.
M/M/S-Pearl/Tom to grant the Liquor License to the Mill Street Café 5-0-0 vote.

Approval of minutes:  M/M/S-Tim/Justin to accept the February 9, 2015 Select Board minutes as written 5-0-0 vote.

Old Business: Steve McCourt stated that he had a citizen who contacted him about French Falls area wanting to know if there was a dump site there. Steve stated that Delance White said they used to pile wood down there and sluice it to Otis. Steve said he would check with another person who used to drive a dump truck. Shiloh will also check with Michael Auger at the Land Trust.
Shiloh updated the Board on the AYS, Livermore Falls is paying $1,400 and Jay is paying $2,725. It is based on how many children participate. Livermore didn’t respond.

Shiloh followed up on the question from Pearl Cook regarding hydrant rental fees when the hydrant isn’t working. Shiloh stated that the rates for hydrants are set by the PUC and are a percentage of the District’s overall charges so they are required to pay the set amount.

E-911 Road name Assignments: The Board discussed the location of the road - north of the Transfer Station on property owned by Jamie & Tasha Raymond. There are several dwelling units on the property so a road name needs to be assigned for E911 purposed. The owners would like it named Raymond’s Way.  

M/M/S-Justin/Tom to name road off from Route 4 Raymond’s Way 5-0-0 vote.

Updated Interlocal Sewer Agreement Between Jay & Livermore Falls: See Attachment* Mark Holt stated that, over the last several months, he and Shiloh have been working with Kristal, Amanda and Greg from LF to come up with a new sewer agreement. The group met with 2 representatives from each Board and gave them a presentation on the draft. Mark stated that they would like permission to forward the documents to MMA on behalf of both towns for a legal review. The agreement covers a lot of areas that both towns had concerns with. It will be reviewed annually and the Select Board will still have the ultimate authority to oversee the agreement. Steve stated that it is well written. The Board agreed to send the draft to MMA for legal view.

Safety Mission Statement Renewal: Shiloh stated that, the Town has a safety committee as part of the SHAPE program. As part of this, the Board adopted a Mission Statement that is supposed to be reviewed and revised on an annual basis. Shiloh explained that the Town is getting ready to submit the SHAPE renewal application and would like the Board to renew their acceptance of the Mission Statement.

M/M/S-Justin /Tom to accept the Safety Mission Statement as written 5-0-0 vote.

Resolution Regarding Loss in Municipal Valuation: See Attachment* Shiloh stated there is currently legislation being proposed (LD 281 & 282) by Madison and Skowhegan who both had a significant loss in valuation in their paper mills. It typically takes two years for the state valuation to be affected and three years for the school funding formula. The proposed legislation would have the reduced value recognized immediately. As this has the potential to help Jay with education funding, the Town is proposing an amendment to these bills to include Jay. Shiloh will be attending a public hearing on this Wednesday the 25th and would like to be able to present a resolution signed by the Board supporting the legislation on behalf of Jay.

M/M/S-Justin/Tom to adopt the Resolution for the Town of Jay to support legislation to modify the revenue sharing and general  purpose aid for education formulas to protect the Town of Jay from the sever reduction of these funds resulting from the reduced valuation of the Androscoggin Mill 5-0-0 vote.

Training Grant: Shiloh stated that Polycor had contacted her about a possible Community Development Block Grant to conduct job training for the proposed North Jay Quarry project. They have a workforce training grant up to a $100,000 that is aimed at training a work force that isn’t trained otherwise. Polycor will need approximately 5-6 quarriers and there are currently only 3 in the State. This is an occupation that doesn’t have training currently so it fits under this program. The Town would be the applicant and Polycor would be the co-applicant. There would be no expense to the Town other than the obligation to put on the public hearing, put it on the warrant for approval and submit the application in conjunction with Polycor and administer the grant. 

M/M/S-Justin/Tom to purse the workforce development grant program 5-0-0 vote.

Other Business: Delance White asked what would need to be done to reinstate the Environmental Ordinance. He asked if he had to get a petition going and how many signatures he would need.  Shiloh stated that she would look into it and get information.

Shiloh stated that Mike Houlihan had resigned from the Board of Assessment Review. She asked that the Board accept his resignation and appoint Ronald Guay, current alternate, to the regular member position term to expire 9-2019

M/M/S-Justin/Tom to accept Mike Houlihan’s resignation with regret and move Ronald Guay to the regular member to expire 9-2019. The Board thanked Mike 5-0-0 vote.

Executive Session: M/M/S-Justin/Tom to go into Executive Session at 6:33 P.M. under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405, Subsection 6 for the purpose of discussing  a Legal Issue.

Declared out of Executed Session at 6:58 P.M. no action taken 5-0-0 vote.
