March 23, 2015
6:00 P.M.

Present:  Town Manager Shiloh LaFreniere, Chair Steve McCourt, Vice Chair Justin Merrill, Tom Goding, Tim DeMillo and Pearl Cook.

Also Present: Donna Perry (Sun Journal), Ronda Palmer (Code Enforcement Officer), John Johnson (Highway Foreman) Darren Pollis, Ellen Leveque, Gary McGrane, Crystal Smith and Zane Ashley.

Pledge of Allegiance: 6:00 P.M.

Approval of minutes:  M/M/S-Tim/Tom to accept the February 23, 2015, March 2, 2015 and March 16, 2015  Select Board minutes as written 5-0-0 vote.

Old Business: The draft sewer agreement between Livermore Falls and Jay was sent to MMA and they stated it was beyond their scope of work and recommended that each town hire an attorney. Shiloh recommended that both towns hire one attorney to review the document. The recommended attorney believes the fee will be approximately $2500 to $3500 split between both towns. Mark Holt believes he can pay his portion out of the Sewer Departments regular budget, if not it will be taken out of legal.

Background checks for new liquor license: Shiloh checked with Livermore Town Manager and they use InforME. The fee is $21 and will check criminal history, driving record and sex offender list.

Procedure to reinstate Environmental Ordinance: Select Board can put on ballot on their own initiative or by signed petition of 10% of the voters that voted at the last gubernatorial election, which is approximately 230 voters.

Crystal Smith-Rooted Youth: Crystal is Cofounder and President of Rooted Youth, she is an AmeriCorps member and is working under a grant. The group is looking to develop a teen center for Jay, Livermore, Livermore Falls and Fayette. She came to give information to the Board. The mission statement states that the youth are guided and mentored, they learn value and potential, they are connected to needed resources they are prepared for the future and they learn the value of giving back and serving.  Project started in May 2014. They do not currently have a site but do offer activies at different location such as swing dancing, movie nights and the Spruce Mountain sled in. They need a location and want to partner with the community and individuals.  

E911 Road Name Assignment:  At a previous Select Boards meeting Raymond’s Way was named. It came to the attention of John Johnson, the 911 officer that the road splits and has residences off the other road. The owners of the road suggested Ridge View Drive.  M/M/S Justin/Tom to name the road off Raymond’s Way as Ridge View Drive.  5-0-0 vote. 

Confirmation of Road Posting: Per the ordinance John Johnson was present to inform the Board that the roads have been posted. All roads were posted as usual with the exception of 5100 feet of the Old Jay Hill Road from My Dad’s Place to Woodman Hill Road and 930 feet of Woodman Hill Road from the bottom to the access of the Quarry. Shiloh stated that she spoke to MMA about damages to the road but nothing has yet been done to the Ordinance because we did not anticipate that they would be working this year. In the future, the road to the Quarry will be going in by the trestle and will only need to keep that portion unposted. John explained that it is common to not post roads around local businesses. The Board took no action but agreed with the posting of the roads.

Tax Acquired Property: There are two properties that have become tax acquired. One is owned by Rita Espeaignette Heirs at 425 Old Jay Hill Road the other is land owned by Charity Bates at 357 Keep Road, both owners have been contacted and were told they had till March 2nd to pay in full or the issue would come before the Board to put for sale by bid.  

M/M/S Justin/Tom to have a title search done on the two tax acquired properties and if they come back with no issues to put 425 Old Jay Hill Road out to bid for a minimum bid of $15,000 and 357 Keep Road with a minimum bid of $5,000. 5-0-0 vote 

Update on Pollis Property: Ronda Palmer (Code Enforcement Officer) updated the Board on two pieces of property located at Route 17. The front property is owned by the Heirs of Leroy Pollis and the second by Darren Pollis. The Town has a court order to clean up the property and add a tax to the property for the fees the Town incurs. The Town currently has $11,000 in legal fees with another $3,500 expected. At present the property is in violation of State Junkyard Law. There are too many vehicles, tires, mobile homes in different stages of disrepair and piles of debris.

M/M/S-Tim/Tom to send out Request for Proposals to bid on cleanup of the property to begin on or about May 1st.  5-0-0 vote 

Other Business: School Budget Vote: April 8th – District Budget meeting with the Referendum Vote to be held on April 28th with the Town vote.

County Budget: Gary McGrane informed the Board that the budget meetings have been moved from April 7th and 8th to April 21st and 22nd.  Tim and Tom serve on that committee and budget books will be out next week.

Executive Session: M/M/S-Justin/Tom to go into Executive Session under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405, Subsection 6 for the purpose of discussing a Legal Issue. Steve declared out of Executive Session at 6:48. No action taken.

M/M/S-Justin/Tom to go into Executive Session under MRSA Title 1 Chapter 13 Section 405, Subsection 6 for the purpose of discussing Police Department Union. Steve declared out of Executive Session at 7:03. No action taken.

M/M/S-Justin/Tim to adjourn the meeting at 7:04 P.M. 5-0-0 vote.
