Public Hearing / Junkyard & Automobile Recycling Business Permit 
Clark’s Cars & Parts; DBA Riverside Scrap
Public Hearing opened by Vice-chair Tim DeMillo.   No Comments were made by the public.  
DeMillo closed Public Hearing at 6:02 PM.   

Prior to voting, resident Tammy Plante inquired on the public hearing process, stating that she wasn’t aware of proper procedure.  Plante continued by questioning the impact that the junkyard business would have on the environment and wildlife.   The Board allowed public comment at this time.

DeMillo asked Leon Dorr, Project Manager, to speak on behalf of Riverside Scrap.  The following assurances were given:
1. All regulations and standards set by the Town and State will be adhered to.
2. Will attain Floodplain and Shoreline Zoning Permits through the Jay Planning Board prior to operation.  Final approval anticipated for August 11th.
3. Will attain the necessary solid waste permit from Maine DEP prior to processing operation.
4. A Storm Water Protection Plan, regulated by the DEP, will be in place prior to processing operation.
5. A containment system consisting of upper and lower cement pads, two large scales and an oil/water separator will be in place.  Runoff will be treated, and all outfall will be clean water.  Monitoring of the system will be done in-house on a monthly basis, and quarterly by a third-party contractor.
6. Materials may be shipped using the existing railway system.  An extension of the rail line is necessary. 
7. Materials will be processed on an as-need basis, not daily.  
8. Operation is scheduled to begin mid to late September, 2015.

Old Business
Request from the Livermore Falls Fire Department:
DeMillo informed the Board of a request made by the Town of Livermore Falls to temporarily house some of their fire trucks at Jay’s fire station #2.   Due to the fact that the Livermore Falls fire station has been deemed unsafe, and insurance through MMA will no longer be available after October 1st of this year, they are seeking alternative options for housing their trucks.   

Terry Bergeron inquired about a time frame.  Chief Mike Booker said that Livermore Falls Chief, Tim Hardy, indicated that they’re in the preliminary stages and have yet to determine whether repairs will be made to the existing structure or they will build new.  Therefore, it is too soon to tell how long it might take.  

Booker commented that the Town has two bays available at station #2 and one at station #1 not in use.  Steve McCourt questioned whether other departments are currently using the space.  Booker confirmed that the police department is storing an ATV at station #2, which can easily be moved to station #1, and that during the winter, the sewer department stores a truck at station #2.

McCourt also questioned whether housing the trucks would cause an increase in Jay’s insurance costs, and if so, would Livermore Falls pick up the extra costs.  LaFreniere advised that she contacted MMA to inquire into liability issues, as well as any increase in insurance costs.  At this time, they have not responded back.  

The Board agreed to discuss the possibility of housing trucks for the Town of Livermore Falls once they have a clearer picture as to the direction they wish to pursue.

Recreation Committee – Request for Guidance
LaFreniere confirmed that the Recreation Committee has met and is looking for a clearer understanding of what the committee’s objectives are.  Does the Board wish to focus entirely on French Falls, or look at other town-owned land?  Are they interested in joint projects with the school system?  Are there specific projects, ideas, or goals they wish the committee to consider?   Are there any budgetary limitations or guidelines they want the committee to follow?  

Bergeron suggested that maps of all town-owned land designated for recreational purposes, be made available for the committee’s next scheduled meeting.  DeMillo suggested a skating rink, picnic tables and gazebo for French Falls.  Goding proposed starting small, citing Kineowatha Park in Wilton as an example of what can be accomplished over time.  McCourt stated that tennis courts and a swimming pool were ideas mentioned in the past.  Goding indicated that the school system is currently looking into grant funding to redo the existing tennis courts located on RSU 73 property.

Resident Ron Ridley asked about the balance of the tower fund.  LaFreniere explained that the town received $100,000 from tree harvesting, and there is a tower rental fee of $893.50 that goes directly into the account each month.  

The Board agreed to postpone the discussion until the next Select Board meeting scheduled for August 10th.

Maine Department of Public Safety – MDEA Task Force
Police Chief Richard Caton was present to discuss an agreement between the Town of Jay and the Maine Department of Public Safety to assign one full-time officer to the MDEA Task Force.  The officer, currently employed by the Town, would be hired by the State but remain working out of the Jay Police Station.  Caton confirmed that all costs for the position will be funded through the State of Maine.  No overtime will be allowed for the position in the Jay Police Department due to contractual agreements with the Union.

If for some reason the MDEA position ends, the employee will resume his duties as a Jay Police Officer.   Anyone filling the vacancy created by the MDEA position will be hired with the understanding that the position with the Town is dependent on the MDEA position staying intact.   

LaFreniere commented that any training provided by the MDEA is a valuable asset that greatly benefits the Town’s police department.

M/M/S McCourt, Goding to enter into an agreement with the State of Maine’s Department of public Safety for the purpose of hiring an officer to the MDEA Task Force.  Vote 4-0-0 

Time Warner Cable / Charter Communications Resolution
LaFreniere explained that Time Warner Cable is currently in the process of merging with Charter Communications.  Per our Franchise Agreement, Time Warner cannot be sold, transferred, leased, or assigned without prior consent of the Town of Jay.

M/M/S Bergeron, Goding to approve the transaction resolution for Time Warner Cable and Charter Communications.  Vote 4-0-0

Other Business
Polycor:
Resident Clint Coolidge requested an update on the progress of the business at the old North Jay Quarry now owned and operated by Polycor of North America.

DeMillo stated that a five or six man crew has been hired and trained and they are currently cutting and stockpiling blocks of granite, as well as preparing the building site which will house both work space and offices.  They are in the process of installing power to the property, and are delaying plans to build a new roadway leading up to the quarry, until next year.
