Recreation Committee:
Town Manager Shiloh LaFreniere provided the Board with an updated list of members of the Jay Recreation Committee.  The committee consists of ten (10) citizens of the Town, two (2) members of the Select Board, and the Town Manager.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 21st at 6:00 PM at the Jay Town Office.

Sewer Pit Repair:
Vice-chair Tim DeMillo updated the Board on work being done to the sewer pit located on the Franklin Road.  He confirmed that the town is currently waiting for Maine DOT to complete the paving project on Rt. 133.  DeMillo said that the work is going very well.   With an initial budget projection of $15,000 to be taken from the Town’s capital reserve account, the final cost came in under budget at $7,975, making it possible for funds to be drawn from the sewer department’s regular budget rather than the capital reserve account.
