Public Hearing –Adoption of General Assistance Appendices A-D - Chair Justin Merrill opened the Public Hearing at 6:00 P.M.  Shiloh stated that the appendices are updated twice a year to stay in line with the States guidelines. This time the income guideline, housing and utilities changed. After no further discussion. Merrill closed the Public Hearing at 6:05 P.M. 

M/M/S-Bergeron, Goding to adopt the General Assistance Appendices A-D as presented. Vote 4-0-0

Minutes:  M/M/S- DeMillo, Goding to accept as written, the minutes of the September 14th and September 23rdst Select Board Meetings.  Vote 4-0-0

Old Business-Al Landry asked if Archie’s is going to be doing our trash pickup. Shiloh stated that if the option to Privatize is chosen then Archie’s may be the one picking it up.

Budget Committee Appointments-There is one regular member vacancy and two alternate positions currently available. Judy Diaz, Kay Booker and Brigitte White have volunteered to serve on this Committee. 

M/M/S- DeMillo, Goding to appoint Judy Diaz as regular member, term to expire 12-31-16, Kay Booker appointed as 1st Alternate Member, term to expire 12/31/16 and Brigitte White appointed as 2nd Alternate Member term to expire 12/31/15.  Brigitte would be reappointed in December with the rest of the members that expire at that time.   Vote 4-0-0

Agreement with Livermore Falls on Fire Station#2-This agreement would be between Jay and Livermore Falls to use space at Station #2. LF’s insurance company ordered the town to remove their firetrucks from their station by October 1 as a lot of the structure at the station was unsafe. LF’s voters rejected financing a new station for $750,000. Shiloh explained that she, Kristal (LF’s Town Manager), TD (LF’s Fire Chief) and Chief Booker had worked on the draft agreement. In lieu of rental costs, LF’s will pay for heating costs at the Jay station and half of the water costs. The heating is estimated at $5,000 and the water at under $50 per quarter. Chief Booker stated LF’s Fire Dept. will be responsible for general maintenance and cleaning of the leased area. Jay and LF’s will be required to have their own insurance. LF’s Selectmen will take up the agreement at their next meeting.

Personnel Policy-Update Section 46. Fire Department: Chief Booker would like this section to be updated so if an employee is going to be absent from a regular event they would need to notify him rather than the Deputy Chief or Assistant Chief.

M/M/S-Bergeron/Goding to approve the amended Personnel Policy Section 46 for the Fire Department.  Vote 4-0-0.

Other Business: The Board accepts with regret Todd’s resignation after 37 years with the Town. The Board thanks him and wishes him good luck.

Clint Coolidge asked about the policy on paying bills. Shiloh stated the bill goes to the Department Head first, they put the budgetary code on it, then it goes to Lisa (Treasurer) and she develops a warrant that the Select Board review and sign on a weekly basis.
