2.  Public Hearing: Amvets Special Entertainment Permit – Terry opened the public hearing. There were no questions or concerns. M/M/S-Judy/Keith to approve the Special Entertainment Permit for Amvets. Vote 5-0-0

3.  Minutes – June 27, 2016 - M/M/S- Tim/Tom to accept the minutes as written. Vote 5-0-0

4.  Old Business -   Mark Holt had previously asked to take approximately $23,000 out of 15-16 fiscal budget rather than Capital to cover Jay’s portion of the sewer line replacement project on Reynolds Ave, however once the books were closed it was determined the budget was overdrawn by approximately $3,500.00.  M/M/S Keith/Tom to authorize the Treasurer to transfer up to $5,000.00 from the Sewer Capital Reserve to balance the Sewer Departments budget for the 15-16 year.

5. Ballot for Election of Legislative Policy Committee - M/M/S- Tim/Tom to vote for Linda Cohen, Councilor, City of South Portland as Vice President of MMA and James Gardner, Jr, Town Manager, Town of Easton; Christine Landes, Town Manager of Bethel and Mary Sabins, Town Manager of Vassalboro as Directors.  Vote 5-0-0.

6.  Nelson DiPompo – Spruce Mtn Board of Directors -  M/M/S- Judy/Tom to reappoint Nelson DiPompo to the Spruce Mountain Board of Directors.   Vote 5-0-0.

7.  North Jay Sidwalk – Keith, Terry, Shiloh, John Johnson, Jennifer Easter, and Patrick Adams, Maine DOT, met at the intersection of Rt. 4 and 17 in North Jay to review the possibility of installing a sidewalk.  The estimate for this project would be $400,000.00 with a cost to the Town of $80,000.00 which is a 20% match.  Attached is a sketch of the location.  The yellow is the current sidewalk and the green would be the new sidewalk.  The goal of this proposed project is to provide sidewalks to the library.  The Select Board did not feel that the gain vs cost for both the initial investment and maintenance was feasible and could not come up with a safe route of travel.   Therefore the Board decided against the project.  

The Board also decided to take up the sidewalk by My Dad’s Place when the Old Jay Hill Road project is completed.  

Other business – Terry announced that Lori Simpson had given her resignation and thanked her for her years of service.

Terry announced that Polycor has been invited to participate in Phase 2 the Workforce Dev. Grant for $100,000.00.  Last time the Board adopted policies and did a self-assessment but it has not been determined if these will need to be done again.
