1. Pledge of Allegiance: 6:00 P.M.

2. Public Hearings: Special Entertainment Permits: Chair Terry opened the Public Hearing at 6:01 P.M. for the purpose of discussing LaFleur’s Restaurant and Making Hour Place Your Place. After a brief discussion Terry closed the meeting at 6:05 P.M. 
M/M/S- Keith/Judy to approve LaFleur’s Restaurant and Making Hour Place Your Place 4-0-0 vote.
Pinball Licenses: Chair Terry opened the Public Hearing at 6:06 P.M. for the purpose of discussing Amvets, Hillside Sports Club and Making Hour Place Your Place. After a brief discussion Terry closed the meeting at 6:09 P.M. 
M/M/S-Keith/Judy to approve the Pinball Licenses to Amvets, Hillside Sports Club and Making Hour Place Your Place 4-0-0 vote.

Community Development Block Grant - Workforce Development Grant: The grant application is for job training for the North Jay Granite Quarry-Polycor. This is the same grant that the Town applied for last year and is at no cost to the Town.

3. Special Town Meeting: CGBG-Workforce Development Grant – *See Attached Results of Special Town Meeting

4. Minutes:  M/M/S-Tim/Keith to accept as written the minutes from May 23rd and 26th for the Select Board Meeting Vote 5-0-0.


5. Old Business - Shiloh reported that the Fire Department had received Engine 3 back and the cost was approximately $29,000 which was less than the $35,000 previously approved by the Board. She stated that Chief Booker said it looks like a new truck. 

Shiloh stated that she messaged the Mill Manager about the Board doing a site visit. He was in favor of doing so and was willing to take them two at a time. Shiloh will set this up for a future date.

6. Acceptance of Criminal Forfeiture: Terry questioned whether the Town has accepted this money before. Shiloh confirmed that they have and that it has been about two years since the last time. She explained that a reserve account was set up so when the money comes in it is deposited into the reserve account. Chief Caton would then come before the Board for use of the funds. Last time the money was used to upgrade Tasers. M/M/S-Judy/Tim to accept the Criminal Forfeiture funds 4-0-0 vote.

7. Other Business: Shiloh stated that Chief Caton was just made aware of a grant for radars. The units are $3,030 and the grant is a 2/3 split with the Town being responsible for $1,000. The Board questioned whether the Town currently has radars. Chief Caton stated that the Dept. does but he they are getting old and he would like approval to get two more to place in the cars. M/M/S-Judy/Keith to approve applying for the grant for the radars (Stalker DSR2X) 4-0-0 vote.

Chief Caton also informed the Board that there is a 2016 National School Safety Conference being held in Florida. There is a grant available to pay $3,000 towards 3 people going. RSU 73 will be sending 2 people and they have requested that an Officer go as well. The cost to the Town is anticipated at $1,600. Chief Caton indicated that the conference is very good and that they would get training in an active shooting scenario. M/M/S-Keith/Judy to allow an Officer to go to the training. 4-0-0 vote.

Richard Supernor was asked if people could rent Making Hour Place Your Place for other functions. He stated that they could.

Terry read through the upcoming meetings listed on the agenda. Shiloh explained that the Summer Solstice & Full Moon Madness Trail Tour was to walk the Alden Hill Property that the Androscoggin Land Trust had acquired from Verso. ALT had established a Community Forrest Committee, which Shiloh is on and this is an event being held by that group.
