Minutes:  M/M/S- Steve/Tom to accept as written, the minutes from March 14th of the Select Board Meeting Vote 5-0-0.

Old Business: Update on Joint Jay/LF Fire Department Grant Application: See Attachment* Shiloh stated that the Legislature was discussing this at the same time they were looking at another issue, so this money got wrapped into that and there will be no funding for our grant. Livermore Falls does have a new Fire Chief and she, Krystal and Chief Booker will be sitting down to have a conversation to continue discussions about the Fire Dept.

Fayette-Transfer Station: Shiloh stated that she, Tim, Tom and John had met to try to quantify how much it actually cost Jay to take material from Fayette. On March 14, the Board voted 4-1-0 to send a proposal to Fayette to take the towns trash from their 3 haulers only. Based on Justin’s concern with the cost to cover Jay’s expenses, the group put together estimates of the cost and what Jay could propose. However Shiloh had not send a formal proposal to Fayette since she felt the group was undecided on what number to put forth. Justin stated that the Board should focus on Jay and what is going on in the town. Steve stated the town opened a regional facility in 1991 where they accepted recyclables and trash from several towns; he felt it was a lot of money that shouldn’t have been spent as it had never truly been profitable.  

M/M/S Steve/Tom to allow Fayette to bring 400 tons of their trash into the Transfer Station for $112,500 0-0-5 vote – motion failed.

M/M/S Steve/Tom to not accept trash from other towns 3-2-0 vote.

Tax Acquired Property Bids: Shawn McDonald $2,077.77, Brent Desanctis $1,379.00, David Schmid $1,250.00 and Stephen Sawtell & Tammy Shardlow $1,000.00.   

M/M/S Terry/Tom to approve the bid for $2,077.77 to be paid by April 11th 5-0-0 vote See Attachment* 

Volunteer Program & Spirit of America Foundation Tribute: Shiloh stated that she, Ronda, Lisa and Richard have been attending a training program through the United Way and Service Enterprise Points of Light. Their goal is to develop a volunteer program to benefit the community. This information was included in the declaration that was sent out. If anyone is interested in it they should contact the Town Office. Shiloh stated that she talked with Trevor Doiron a junior from Spruce Mountain. He is president of the SMHS National Honor Society. Students who belong to the Society are required to do community service.

Other Business: Steve asked if DOT was going to be fixing Rt 4 from the top of Jay hill towards North Jay. Previously they had said they might fix from the dump to the town line if they have winter money left over. Shiloh stated that she was not sure what DOT was going to do but would check with them again.

Donna Perry asked if the two Board members (Justin & Steve) had ever visited Parker Pond. Since they will be off the Board in April she was checking on the status. They had not walked the area to try to determine access.
