The meeting began at 7:00 and was presided over by Chairman, Delance White.

1. Minutes – March 14, 2006

John Chouinard made a motion to accept the minutes of March 14, 2006. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

2.
Jay Community Development Park – Jay Plaza – Subdivision Application

Shiloh Ring stated that the Board had received a copy of the Department of Transportation Permit for the Androscoggin Bank location. This was the only outstanding item.

Mike Hobbs made a motion to approve Application SP#05-05, Jay Community Development Park Amendment. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

3.
Look Brook Circle – Road Application

Dennis Taylor stated that the only outstanding issue was that John Johnson preferred a hammer head turn around rather than a cul-de-sac as originally proposed. Dennis stated that he would work out the design with John.

John Chouinard made a motion to approve Dennis Taylor’s, dba Taylor Made Homes Inc.- Look Brook Circle Road application. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

4.
Wausau – Jay Air Permit No. 10 – Engineering Study – Acid Soot Discharges

Matt Shedd was present for Wausua Paper and stated that they would go forward as outlined in the draft order.

Shiloh Ring explained to the Board that the draft outlined the items recommended in the Castine Report. It classified items already completed, pending items, items requiring additional information and items that will not be pursued. The draft also provides for quarterly submittals/updates.

Mike Hobbs made a motion to approve the Engineering Study – Acid Soot Discharges. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

5.
IP – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Amendment I – MACT II Limits

Chuck Kraske explained to the Board that the petition was to change the units under which the emissions are recorded and reported. He stated that the changes provide for the same or more stringent emission limits and make the permit consistent with the federal regulations/MACT. There will be no change in the equipment used, the alarm settings, etc.

Mike Pineau made a motion to approve Amendment I – MACT II Limits. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

6.
IP – Jay Air Permit No. 9 – Amendment J – Bulk Handling Systems

Chuck Kraske explained to the Board that the petition was to correct language within the current permit. Current language requires that automatic shut off alarm systems be maintained. Baghouse rupture alarms are actually in place. The petition corrects the wording to state that the baghouse rupture alarms will be maintained.

Mary Howes made a motion to approve Amendment J – Bulk Handling Alarms. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passes unanimously.

7.
IP – Solid Waste Landfill Schedule of Compliance – Housekeeping Order

Chuck Kraske explained that the petition was to update the current landfill gas monitoring program. The monitor that IP currently uses monitors for explosive gases, but is not specific to methane. There are newer monitors that are specific to CH4, CO2, H2S and O2. Chuck stated that the DEP is requiring additional evaluations on landfills around the State to monitor for explosive gases. IP has developed a one year evaluation program for the DEP. Based on the results of the evaluation IP may recommend additional changes to the monitoring program. This petition also requests approval to move the sampling event from July to August. This will allow IP to conduct their gas monitoring at the same time they collect water quality samples. They will be able to test for dissolved methane in the water samples to see if methane from the landfill is moving in the groundwater. The safety concern is in regards to the explosiveness of these gases and the possibility that they could migrate into other areas.
Maynard Veinotte made a motion to approve the Housekeeping Board Order. Mary Howes seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

8.
IP – Solid Waste Landfill Schedule of Compliance – 2006 Northeast Side Closure Project

Chuck Kraske explained that the proposal is for the next phase of the landfill final closure program. It will cover approximately 4 acres on the Northeast Side of the landfill. IP will also be interim capping approximately 3 acres this year.
Mary Howes made a motion to approve the 2006 Northeast Side Closure Project. Jim Kachnovich seconded the motions and it passed unanimously.

9.
Discussion with Board – Transfer Application for Jay Air Permit No. 11 from Androscoggin Energy to International Paper

Shiloh Ring explained to the Board that the Town had received an application from IP to transfer Androscoggin Energy’s Air Permit to IP. She stated that public notice of the application had been published in the Sun Journal on April 7th and that the application would be on the Board’s agenda in May. No action was taken by the Board.
Mary Howes made a motion to adjourn. Mike Hobbs seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
