August 8, 2006

The meeting began at 7:00 and was presided over by Vice-Chairman, Mary Howes.

1. Minutes – July 31, 2006

Barbara Cook made a motion to accept the minutes of July 31, 2006. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

CMP Androscoggin LLC – Air Permit 11 – Re-Commissioning and Plant Capability Audit
Barbara Cook questioned the name of the Androscoggin Mill. Tom Saviello explained that the permits have been issued to CMP Androscoggin LLC. However, due to confusion with the Central Maine Power name, they will be requesting that it be changed to Verso Paper, Androscoggin Mill, LLC. A petition is forthcoming on the issue.

Tom explained that the timeline originally contemplated in the draft order was not going to occur. They had sent out the CEM’s to be repaired but the ammonia CEM required further repairs. There are 3 CEM’s (NOx, CO and Ammonia) on each unit. They will not start up a turbine until the 3 CEM’s on the unit are functioning. Initially they will simply start the turbines up and then shut them down. In September, they will try to bring all 3 up and run them at full capacity for a period of 4 to 12 hours. After these tests are completed they will determine future operating scenarios.
Mike Hobbs made a motion to approve the Jay Air Permit No. 11, Re-commissioning and Plant Capability Audit. Maynard Veinotte seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Water Permit No. 5 – Scheduling Order No. 2
Shiloh Ring explained that the scheduling order proposed new dates for draft orders and Board action. Board staff has been occupied with the transfer permits and requested that the dates be extended.

Jim Kachnovich made a motion to approve Scheduling Order No. 2. Mike Pineau seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

CMP Androscoggin LLC – Jay Water Permit No. 5 – Resident Fish Dioxin Monitoring Program – “Equivalent Dioxin Monitoring Program”
Tom Saviello briefly explained the DEP Dioxin Monitoring Program.

Barabara Cook made a motion to approve the Equivalent Dioxin Monitoring Program. Mike Pineau seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
